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APPLICATION FOR HUMANITARIAN CONSIDERATION TO THE DISABLED PERSON

To: SPEAKER OF THE HOUSE OF THE UNITED STATES
In WASHINGTON

I, the undersigned, VO VAN NGOC, Military Identification No. 75/109898, Company
2, Battalion 5 of Marine Corps — APO. 3357; was disabled by leg wounds and then my 2
legs were cut away on 13.03.1975 in Quang Tri. I am now living permanently at 45 Mai Hac
De St., Precinct 15, District 8, Hochiminh City.

Dear Sirs,

I am now writing to you in order to show the loss of a soldier of the Republic of
Vietnam Armed Forces, who has suffered from 100% physical dlsablllty for over 24 years
without any complaint.

First of all, I would like to show some examples, as follows:

[. A storin caused damage to human and property; there would be many programs for
humanitarian aids launched damestically and abroad for relieving the peoples’ suffering.

The US war veterans have visited the victims who have been affected by Agent Orange
and they also petitioned to the US Congress for an approval of the aid of USD. 1.5
million to help these victims. That is a humanitarian deed.

3. A person, who served the Republic of Vietnam Government, spent 3 years or more in
re-education camps, has been compensated by the US Government through a
humanitarian policy - that is the HO program for immigration to The USA.

4. And about 16,000 boatmen who had lost money and property and fled Vietnam in order
to amrive at the Refugee Camps, but unfortunately been repatriated to Vietnam, have
received the favor from the US Government. These boatmen have been resettled in the
USA.

As for me, a soldier of Marine Corps, who was wounded in action and left my 2 legs
at the battle in Quang Tri Province, has suffered fram 100% physical disability. Since 30
April 1975 my life has been very miserable; I have still been waiting for a favor, a
preferential regime, a humanitarian policy given to the disabled - like me - from the US
Govemnment even though I have faced with poverty and illness. However, my wish has
been fargotten.

Dear Sirs, the examples illustrated above is to aim at suggesting the losses, suffering,
and inferiority from which I, a disabled soldier, have suffered for over 24 years. I also wish
you to understand the fact that I am also a human being who has a mind, a family of my
own, and my wife and children. Despite my disability and inferiarity, I still want to live as
other nomal Vietnamese people living in the USA and want to receive the preferential
treatment to which I should have been given.

By these presents, I do request your Service to consider and assist me in granting a
favor from the humanitarian policy of the US Government,

Pending your consideration and decision-making, I do sincerely thank you for your

kind assistance.
