Subsequently, [ would like alsc to
bring up to vour attention the following matter so that vou micht
be able to help us to cvercome cur distress situation.

Dear Mrs. Tho, while my husband served his re—-education term at
Son Las then Vinh Phu (Ha Noi)s he got sericus stomach iliness.
At 9:840 p.m. on October 9, 1994, suddenly he qot interrmai
bleeding, he vomitted with a lot of blocd and tTelt unconscious.
Our family was very frightening and called ocur american nelghbors
for assistance in getting am ambularnce. ATter receiving the
first aid from the medics, he was sent to the hospitai. He
stayed there for four days. He received Turther treatment atter
that when he returned home. A week later, subsequentiy we
received a bill of $50@.0¢ tor the ambulance service and another
bill ot $7,888 from the hospital (excluding the docturs
services).

These two invoices are beyond ocur ability toc pay. We are a newlwv
arrived refugee family. Hoth my husband and [ are o2 years oid.

Our child petitioned for family reunification. We came here with
immigrant visas instead of through the refugee program as tormer
palitical prisoner. We are not eligible for medicaid. tood
stamps and cther services. My sons who Tiled the petition. is
married and bas a wite with twe children. His hourly pay rate
is $46.0¢, therefore, he coculd hardly take care of two of S .
expecially in this particular circumstance. We appeal to you and
to your asscciation fer help in this very distressing situation.

We appreciate your prompt attention.
