Interpretation of the language and intent of the McCain
amendment as applied to the cases of unmarried over-21
adult children of the former Vietnamese political
prisoners who qualified and were accepted as refugees
but who were processed as immigrants at the convenience
of the U.S. government. Our association believes that
the amendment should be read as applying to all of the
adult unmarried over-21 children. The fact that some
of these political prisoners were processed as
immigrants at the convenience of the US government
should not disqualify their children from benefitting
under the amendment.

Inclusion of the unmarried adult over-21 children of
widows of political prisoners who died in camp. These
children should be processed as if the political
prisoner was still alive to sponsor these children,
which has always been the policy of ODP:
