VHPA subscriber Ray Wilhite provided this photo from the Army Material 
Command's collection within the Army Aviation Museum at Fort Rucker. 136 deployed to Vietnam with the A/228 ASHB in 1965 and had 1,257 hours when returned to CON US in March 1968 
fqr an unknown reason . She returned to Vietnam in February 1969 to serve with the 243'd ASHC. On 4 Feb 1971 she sustained major structural damage during a forced, hard landing when LT 
Fritz L. Ebert (now deceased) was the AC. She had a total of 2,904 when she returned to CON US for the second time. The records indicate she was stil l an A Model in 1971 and appears to 
have survived the War. The small photo shows 1'' Cav artillery men waiting for a relocation ride in other Chinooks. This is one of a VERY few Chinook ladder operation photos in the VHPA's 
collection.

Dave Robin's tours in Vietnam. VHPA member Dave Robin provided these photos from his 1965-66 tour as a 67N20 (Huey Crew Chief) with the 561h Transportation Company based at Tan Son Nhut and his 1970-71 tour as primarily a 
maintenance pilot with Headquarters and Headquarters Company, 3«1 Brigade, 1st Cavalry Division mostly at Quan Loi. The top right photo shows all the tools and equipment the aircraft recovery team loaded in Dave's Huey for a mission. 
They did about one recovery each week with CH-37 Mojaves until January 1966, then with CH-4 7s. After that tour, Dave went to flight school then AMOC and returned for another tour with the Snoopy platoon. The center photo shows their 
Huey nose art.

Saigon 30 July 1969. VHPA Member Harry "Bud" Holzman provided these photos to support a lunchtime conversation he shared recently with the Alamo Chapter of the 
VHPA. Briefly, a few months prior the 19Q'h Assault Helicopter Company learned they would contribute three UH-1 Hs to fly President Nixon's entourage from Tan Son 
Nhut, to the Presidential Palace, to DT An (home of the Big Red One), and back to TSN. Nixon wanted two things - to fly in a Huey that was shown on all the TVs and 
to visit "his Kansas boys" in the 1 st Infantry Division. Bell Helicopter provided new engines and transmissions plus a bullet-proof mat. Bud was one of four Spartan pilots 
honored to form the Presidential flight detachment. Bud's Huey carried the US Ambassador. On the way to and from DT An, there was a HUGE ESCORT with OH-6As 
low and Cobras nearby. The famous Spartan patch is shown as a small photo.

The BARTENDERs were the OH'-58A platoon in IV Corps starting about mid-1970. VHPA Mefr)ber Bob Christensen provided this material from his 197.0-71 tour. Briefly, as an OH-58A 
Instructor Pilot, he joined the 13'" Combat Aviation Battalion at Soc Trang that had about four OH-58s but no one qualified to fly them. The 164'" Combat Aviation Group (previously known as 
the Delta Aviation Group) consolidated all OH-58s in IV Corps into the platoon , relocated it to Can Tho and assigned it to the 211 s1 Assault Support Helicopter Company INNKEEPER (see small 
patches below) equipped with CH-47s. The BARTENDERs wore a variation of the 271 INNKEEPER patch as seen in the top center. The platoon flew mostly administrative missions in IV Corps, 
especially in support of John Vann with CORDS (Civil Operations and Rural Development Support) and armed scout missions teaming with the AH-1 G equipped 235'" Aerial Weapons Company 
also based at Can Tho. This co llage is also a tribute to CW2 Jim Stever, the only known BARTENDER KIA, who died on 28 Oct 1972 in #102 shown in two photos in the left column.

KIA/BNR ROSTER PRESENTATION 
Each individual is presented on the date he ·died versus the date of 

the incident that caused his death. For example, US Army Warrant Officer 
David R. Kink was the only survivor on OH-6A 67-16566 when it was hit 
by a secondary explosion and burned on 21 July 1969. Sadly, he died on 
3 August 1969 in the 106th General Hospital in Japan. W01 Kink is listed 
in the August 3rd roster. 

Each date contains an alphabetical list by last name of all the helicopter 
pilots who died on that date irrespective of branch of service or the year. 
Three data items are presented for each individual : rank, last name, and 
unit. Standard three-letter military codes appropriate to the pilot's branch 
of service are used to denote his rank. Air America pilots used captain and 
first officer titles as rank.
