The death of C/7/17'" Cav OH-6A #66-7875 on the Bong Song Plain - 28 September 1969. These photos were taken SP4 Jim Yamnitz and were given to VHPA member Bruce Carlson a few days later. Jim had 
previously flown with Bruce but at this time was serving with C Troops' Blues, their infantry platoon. These pictures were taken soon after they stepped off the Hueys that had transported them to start the rescue mission. 
Since the Blues were often inserted on very short notice, the Huey crews were always asking the Command and Control aircraft- 'Where is the Landing Zone (LZ)? ' Air Cavalry Troops had a lot of LOHs (Light Observation 
Helicopter) shot down and soon invented the macabre expression: 'The LZ is marked with the burning LOH.' Bruce was still strapped in the burning LOH when it exploded. He and the two enlisted crewmen , SP4 Floyd 
Hansen and SP5 Rocky Conklin , managed to get out of the LOH, avoid being captured or ki lled by the local North Vietnamese who were living in caves on the side of the hill , and were rescued by the Blues. Bruce's book 
"Red Bird Down!" includes two chapters that novelize this event.

MIA (missing in action) in Southeast Asia during the 
Vietnam Era (1961 through 1975). The VHPA com­
piled this roster and is solely responsible for its con­
tent. Details about any individual KIA (killed in ac­
tion) and MIA helicopter pilot are available by con­
tacting the VHPA. Unfortunately, the VHPA has only 
a little information concerning the Korean, Laotian, 
Thai, or South Vietnam Air Force helicopter pilots 
who died during the Vietnam Era. For this reason, 
this roster includes mostly American and Australian 
military plus Air America helicopter pilots. The VHPA 
believes · that no helicopter pilots from New 
Zealand or the Philippines died in Southeast Asia.

Concerning This Presentation 
Three data items are presented for each KIA/MIA 

pilot: rank, last name and unit. Standard three-letter 
military codes appropriate to the pilot's branch of ser­
vice are used to denote his rank. Air America pilots 
used captain and first officer ranks. An *after the rank 
code indicates that this pilot was posthumously pro­
moted, a condition usu·a11y applied to MIAs. For brev­
ity reasons, only the pilot's last name is presented. 
The final item contains an abbreviation for the name 
of the pilot's military unit, or branch of service if the 
unit is not known. 

Sample Presentation 
On 3 Jan 1970, W01 Gene John Olson was killed 

while serving as the aircraft commander ·in a helicop­
ter belonging to A Troop, 1st Squadron, 9th Air Cav­
alry, 1st Cav Division. 

On 3 Jan 1969, W01 William Steven Childers was 
killed with Royal Australian Navy LT Tony J. Huelin 
when their aircraft struck a wire while flying for the 135th 
Assault Helicopter Company.
