en 2.3 lcugust, the Propaganda Subcommittee of the South Vietnamese 
Information, Culture, and Education Committee and the Information and 
Culture Department of the Information and Culture 1v~inistry -- the two organs 
which have been in charge of rraking propaganda to motivate the campaign 
to set examples of g:>od mell and good deeds~- held a conference to re-capitulate 
propaganda achieve:ments in motivating the campaign and to set forth concrete 
tasks in order to strongly step up the movement to respond to the emulation 
drive launched by the RSVN FRG to celebrate the two great anniversaries, 
19 P.ugust and 2 September, and to show deep gratitude to President ho on his 
death anniversary, 3 September.
