COt«:ERNIRJ A HEW PHASE OF DIPUJt\TIC STRUGGLES 

We must frustrate US schemes and treacherous and stubborn activities 
through military and political attacks throughout SVN. These attacks are launch­
ed_ m - CoOrdinat.1Oft with the movement of the American people before the US 
Senate election in November 1970 to denounce the US tricks and so-called 
Wgoodwillw in its peace negotiations. We have begun a new phase of 
political struggles since the declaration ((concerning the settlement of 
the Vietnam.ar» made by our delesation in Paris. (The declaration was 
~del,. broadcast on the radio.) 

The basic declaration was based on the lO-point peace proposal of 
the National Liberation Front and the principal accords of the 1954 Geneva 
Conference pertaining to Indochina. The declaration coob1ned our 
prinCiples with our flexible polia" for the solution of the Vietnam war. 
We publicized our slogans deJll8.nding that the US end its var of agression 
and withdraw all its tf0qp8J and all satellite troops from South Vietnam, 
thus isolating the Thi~u-Ky-KhiGm clique, Our political policy is to 
gain the support of all 1IIho 10lIl t{llt ~ •• 1IId~ ••• aJIII aeut1"llU,.. 
particularl,. those in urban areas, whose movements have been advantageous 
to us. 

1. We must observe the following rules: 

In order to coordinate our diplomatic attacks with military and 
political upr1s1Dp of the people and military proselyting activities, 
and to strengthen the antiwar movements in VN and in the US, our diplomatic 
attacks IIIlst c<Jllpl,. with all requirements and support the urban struggles 
in South Vietnam. We must try to win the support of the bourgeois", 
isolate the Thi~-Kf-Khi~ clique, and support the American people's 
struggles in order to create favorable conditions for the development of 
revolutionary activities and for tumiD! the balance of power in our favor. 

The aforementioned diplomatic attacks will not solve the Vietnam 
tier, but the,. will help to create greater opportunities for us to 
accomplish our tasks against the enemy. 

We must avoid tendencies to disregard the sign1fi~ance of these 
diplomatic attacks or to rely on the Paris Conference instead of realizing 
that the roblems between us and the en must be .. solved by force on the 
battlefie d 1n accor ance with thepreaeribed policies for laining the 
decisive victory). 

Our diplomatic attacks are one of the most important means to 
gain favorable public opinion. They are aiJEd at politically motivating 
the Ie to eDllct all our o1icles and uidelines ana transrOi'iil'l 
them 0 t people's revo'_!!~ Onary force. 
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We should not display a passing enthusiasm for these political 
attacks, The people of all classes muat heighten their political 
concepts to sustain their struggles and performance of duty, thus 
reflecting our just cause and perfect policy, Therefore, we must 
consolidat'l our_ farcj\es and attack all people in an effort to isolate the 
US and Thi~u-Ky-Khiem clique, 
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This phase of diplomatic struggle, in which we must focus our 
attacks upon the enemf's internal organization, include several action 
phases, We must also create Opportunities to swing the balance of power 
in our favor, 

This diplomatic struggle is not aimed at creating contradiction 
and confusion among us, but at bettering our overall performance during 
the rainy season ani the coming months, 

2, To initiate «the struggle)) prOOlptly, various Party COI1IIIittees 
must: 

a, Immediately disseminate news broadcastil by the Liberation 
Broadcast Station (copied from the dictation-speed broadcast) and make 
cadre, Party members, troops, and people clearly understand the 
si~ificance ani requirements of this diplomatic struggles phase.

proposal announced by Mrs Binh at the Paris Conference on 11 Sep «70», 
The leafiets must be widely disseminated among the people of all social 
classes in towns and cities, Use loudspeakers to propagandize eneJQ" 
pasts, Openly and publicly aotivate and propagandize the people in 
drugstores, markets, factories, and other places where the people or 
troops congregate, Infiltrate strategic hamlets, attack waterways and 
land routes, and conduct armed and political propaganda to motivate the 
people and f,c.till the following requir',"""", ~n the political field, 
begin the people's movement in order tv "",:,'C<o so:Jiers, officers, 
civil servants/and Puppet government officials to discuss and approve 
our serious and reasonable policy, 

lhpo~., condemn, counter, ani denounce the stubborn and 
belligerent attitude of the US and the Thi~u-Ky-Khrem «government», 

c, We must have plans for disseminating the contents of the 
«diplomatic» struggle in coordination with our «political» policies 
and illlmediate missions, Concurrent with the diplomatic attacks, we 
III1st ake efforts to annihilate the US and Puppet forces; motivate the 
pe,ople to rise up, kill tyrants, break the oppressive enell\T control, 
destroy strategic hamlets; and disrupt tbe People's Self-Defense 
«Force» so the members will return to tbeir fanns; intensify military 
prbllelyting activities; motivate servicemen's «(RVNAF/FWMAF» families 
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to go to «811e1117» posta to spread. leaflets. explain oar statement 
«011 the IO-point peace plan». am ask their children to return; step 
up oar struggle in p1'IjriDce capitals; consolidate the people's forces; 
am pay particular attention to non-aligned people. 
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Using slogans deJllllJlding pesce. iDlependeDCe. neutralit)", 

withdrawal of til troops. the establisbaent of a peaceful govem.ent 
without Thi~-(i-Ih1&.. iDCreased 88lari88. am decreased living costs.

th~ must execute the main missions assigned to thea during the rai~ 
season to prOBote the movement and gain new great victories.
