POLICY AND MISSION OF THE YOUTH GROUP AND THE YOUTHS AND TEENAGERS MOVEMENT,

I. ENEMY SITUATION AND CONSPIRACIES:

1. Repeated defeats have forced the US Government to deescalate the war, However,
the stubborn US Government has attempted to use vietnamese to fight Vietnamese to
sustain the war, The rationale is to protract the war and deescalate the war
from a pos¥iom of strength.

2. To rally youths to their side, the US and Puppet Governments will
resort to the reactionary policles of impoverishing nd militarizing ((the
people)). They will use the most wicked measures to take the youths
from us. They will wage a general ideological, economic, cultural, and
social war ({(to control youths)). (For instance, they terrorized youths, debauched
them, and poisoned their minds to buy and deceive ther,) They will increase
psywar and espionage activities in the three areas to gain youths.

3, 1In the near future, the enemy will focus all efforts on conscription
and upgrading his troops. In addition to his specific rural pacificatiomn, the
enemy may use bribery, terrorism and imprisonmert ((to gain control of youths)).
He may also send the Saigon Police to the area to arrest youths ((possibly draft
evaders ) and grant money to local administrative personnel 1f they succeed
in forcing vouths to join his army. The enemy will implement his troop upgrading
((plan)), improve the Pecple's Self-Defense Forece,and broaden 1ts responsibility.

4, The enemy will cause as many gif ficulties as possible for youths, especially
youths from the hasic ((working)) class, in an attempt to exert pressure on them,
He will try to gain control of students and win Buddhist youths to his side,
He will spare no effort to form Catholic youths Into organizations and
arm them to reeist us. In coordination with the Vietnamese Nationalist Party
membera, public security agents, and secret agents, he attempte to suppress
the youths' movement,
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II. FRIENDLY ADVANTAGES AND DIFFICULTIES.

1. Difficulties:

The political and ideological motivation ((of youths)) and the development
of the Group do not meet the requirement of the mission. FRightist and passive
attitudes and the fear of death are still prevalent, The Party policy for
motivating youths is not properly followed .

Cadre are unqualified and inadequate; therefore, the organization is
weak. Due to the lack of experience and implementative methods, cadre often fail
to overcome difficulties in recruiting legal cadre. The quantity and quality of
key Group members of the ((youths')) movement especially cadre operating in
cities and towns, are inadequate.
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The strength of Youth Group organizations, teenager units, and of the
Teenagers and Youth Associations and Movement is still ingufficient. Their
ideology and leadership are still insufficient. Their ideology and leadership
are still reactionary, They have not made much progress. The strength of
overt Youth Groups and teenagers units operating in liberated areas ia small,
Therefore, if we are not determined to provide leadership for the Youth and
Teenagers Movement, it will encounter great difficulties.

2, Our advantages:

Although the enemy is very stubborn, he is weak and is becoming eveyr weaker.
Meanwhile, the Revolution is in a strong position and is developing its strategic
offensive position, It has political and ideological superiority. Tts capabilities
are increasing, Therefore, the Revolution will gain the final wiciory,

Youth Group members, youths, and teevagers hate the eremy. They have a
long tradition of heroic revolutionary struggle Trev place iui! contidence
in the Party. They have been tested many times during the strugels against the
enemy and will certainly uphold revolutionary heroism to the uimest and defeat the
enemy Vietnamization scheme. This is a pressing and great requirement of youths.
Therefore, 1f the Youth and Teenagers Movement enjoys our close leadership, it will
develop rapidly to be able to initiate drastic struggles.

Because the Party’s Youth proselyting policy is correct and clear-
sighted and the Youth and Teenagers Movement enjoys direct, oversll, and absolute
Party leadership, it will certainly develop rapidly.

In short, our advantages are great and decisive, Although our
difficulties are numerous, we can overcome these difficulties by making
efforts,

I11, IMMEDIATE FUTURE POLICIES AND MISSIONS:

The resolution issued by the ((Quang Nam)) Province Party Committee clearly
points out that in the immediate future, the principal mission of our Party
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Headquarters is to defeat the enemy pacification plan, break the oppressive
enemy control, gain and keep the people from moving away, and establish base
areas in liberated areas.

That means we should step up the indoctrination of Youth Group
members, youths, and teenagers, develop H8 Chf Minh Generation Group
members and Ho Chi Minh Generation Teenagers, and strive to ((three lines
illegible)). We must also counter enemy conscription of youths and motivate
youths to emlist in our military service in order to kil! enemy troops,
support the front line, and participate in the people’s guerrilla warfare
movement for national salvation. We must strive to enlarge the strength
of Youth Group organizations and teenagers umits, especially in areas
still temporarily controlled by the enemy, and train cadre, especlally
legal cadre ((meaning cadre with GVN legal status)), We must play the
revolutionary assault role and support the Party's principal missions and
tasks in order to be the most trustworthy reserve unit of the rarty.

constantly perform political indectrination and ideological tasks,
((Iwo lines illegible)). Try to achieve the objectives and ideals of combat

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Have ahsolute confidence in the sound leadership of the Party and
believe that our Revolution will be succeasful and that the US troops will
withdraw completely.

Strengthen Youth Group ((Teenagers)) Units and Associations
throughout the three areas (mountainous, lowland and urban areas). Especially,
recruit legal Youth Group members in enemy controlled areas. Increase members’
capabilities while enlarging their numbers., The membership of Youth Groups
must he twice as large as the Party's, The teenagers units should be three
times as large as the Group,* Spread our control over youths and especially
students in primary and high schools,

Accomplfsh the three following main tasks: Motivate youths
to join the army and Assault Youth Group, counter enemy conscription, and frustrate
the People’s Self-Defense Force. We must gain control over youths and strengthen
the guerrilla movement to kill enemy scldiers and recruit youths to reinforce
the province and district units. We should lead all the Group members and
teenagers to participate in the people’s guerrilla warfare movement.

SIENSIFICATION OF THE “) MOVEMENT TO ACHIEVE SIGNIFICANT

We must understand that leadership in the "five assault" movement is
necessary to implement the Party's policles, plans, and missions towards youth,
We should provide overall guldance for the Youth Group and Youth Movement as
well as their proselyting activities, We should also promote the determination
to attack the enemy and gain great achievements,

The movement supported by military and political power must step up the
following tasksg

1, Motivate all youths to participate in the Assault Youth Group and
armmed forces to serve the front line.

2, Counter enemy conscription, cut off his source of troop replacements
and win over youths.

V. SPECIFIC MISSIONS.

a. Indoctrination on Communism for Group members and youths.

Requirements: Indoctrination on Communism for Group members and youths is
to improve and train the youths of the new generation.: This new generation of youths
is a product of five national traditions and the revolutionary working class. They
are capable of accomplishing the immediate historic missions assigned by the Party
which are to defeat the US aggressors, bring success to the National Revolution,
establish democracy, and build socialisw.  All Group members and youtns should study
the five teachings of Uncle H6 to aid the present revolutionary missions:

b, To develop the Youth Group, we should give Group members and youths an ideal
to struggle for.: At present, youths should be instructed to be dedicated to the
ideals of independence, freedom, socialism, and Communism.: We should heighten their
revolutionary awareness so that they will devote their lives to those ideals. They
will, above all, be loyal to the Party and to the nation.: We should make them
understand that their happiness is in serving the people.

We should fully understand the re.olutionary struggle to apply the procedure
vstudy and practice,"” and promote the revolutionary assault ethic of the "five
assault ( (movement)y.: We should always keep Uncle {(H®))'s teachings in mind.

(Youths should be available wherever the Party requires them and must be the
first volunteers to perform difficult missions).

We should study the Party’s policy to heighten our political level and
thoroughly understand the requirements of the present missions.
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c¢. To heighten our revolutionary awareness, we should fight against
rightism, shirking, defeatism, fear of difficulties and death, lack of
determination to fight the enemy, individualism, passivism, and reluctance
to join the army for fear of separation from home and native villages.

We should try our best to oppose enemy schemes, particularly his
political tricks and his depraved culture. We should counter his psywar,
espionage, and open arms activities. We should strengthen our ideology and
heighten our determination to fight the enemy until the bitter end without
fear of obstacles or difficulties and without being confused by enemy
schemes.

In enemy controlled areas, along with other activities, we should
meke every effort to oppose his reactionary policiee and depraved culture.

We should avoid narrow-mindedness, We should not underestimate the
women's capability. We should train them more, develop their capacity, and
create more opportunities for them to participate in activities and
training., We must practice equality between men and women,

We are also to fight against authoritarianism and bureaucracy which
set us upart from the people. We should maintain a good relationship with
youths and understand their aspirations. A good Group member must be a good
friend of youth.- That is the only way to implement our Party's missions.

Study the five guidelines of Uncle Ho.
Study the plan for building Four-Good-Quality Group Chapters.

Study within Teenager _Groups.

Study the five guidelines of Uncle Ho for teenagers.

After the study we should review the results obtained by each Group
member, Group Chapter; ¥Youth, and teenager, and especially the results in
attaining Four-Good-Quality status.

We must consider ideological motivation as a basic task and thoroughly
understand it.- We should improve the training methods and use the people to
train the people.- We should observe good traditions, fight the fear of poverty
and hardships, promote the hatred of the enemy, develop our victories, initiate
emulation campaigns, and use critiques and self-critiques as training guidelines.
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B, CONSOLIDATION OF THE YOUTH GROUP AND H6 CHI MINH UNITS:

We should fully understand the importance of strengthening Youth Groups and
units that bear the name of Uncle Ho Chi Minh.. We should consider this our greatest
honor., To deserve to be given such a glorious honor and to implement the task of
the Group this year, we must:

2, To carry out our task in compliance with the above guideline, we should
strive to indoctrinate our Youth Group members to improve their political background
so that they will fully understand the requirements of the Revolution and their roles
and responsibility in the Youth Group which is the most important Communist organization
of the Party.r We should also thoroughly comprehend the following three characteristics
and four responsibilities:

The four responsibilities of the Group:

The Group is a training school where youths are indoctrinated on the Communist

doctrine in order to become a new youth generation that will continue to achieve the
glorious revolutionary work of the Farty.

We should train not ouly cadre for the Youth Group but also for the Party in
order to fulfill both immediate and future requirements.: We should train all Group member
to become' cadre.

The training should be conducted for the entire Group so that all members will
understand the Party policy lines.: We should place emphasis on the youth proselyting
policies and the improvement of specialized capabilities.

We should recruit 200 cadre, two-thirds#fwiieh should be of the basic social
class, The rest will be females. Fifty percent of tnese females are to operate legally.

The training should be conducted in the form of short term political
reorientation, with a review of the results and lessons learned.

Province must have a Group school to be placed under the responsibility of
the Current Affairs Committee members.' Trainees should be district cadre and village
((Party Chapter)) Executive Committee members. The district should train cadre for
Labor Youth Group Sub-Chapters and hard core cadre for the Youth Group.: The training
should be conducted in small groups in the form of meetings with a review of results
and lessons learned.




The entire Group should strive to attain the Four—Good-Wualitv
requirements. This is Lhe Group's principal task and includes building Youth
Group Sub-Chapters. This task should be fully achieved.
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We should consider the political and ideological indoctrination of Youth Group
members our primary task and the working class guidelines as a fundamental
rrinciple.

The Four-Good-Quality Group Sub-Chapter should be recognized by the
district Group Chapter and the Four-Good-Wuality Group Chapter and Village Group
Chapter should be recognized by the province Group ((Exécutive Committee%}u By
the end of the year, two-thirds of the local Youth Greup Chapters should attain
Four-Good-Guality status and one-third should be rated average.

One-third of the agencies should be rated excellent and the rest good.

Village Party Committees should meet each month and send their reports
and recommendations to the higher echelon for consideration and approval. The
province, district; and local Group ((ixecutive)) Committees should select Four-

and approval,

The district should make monthly reports and disseminate them
throughout the district to promote the emulation movement.

6. Development.

To meet the requirements, the number of Youth Groups in liberated
areas should be doubled and the number of units should be three times the number
of Groups.

In enemy controlled areas,all youths should be recruited.

The development should be cimtered on elementary and high =schools,

markets, factories, hamlets, streets, factories, bus stations, and resectlement
centers.

Closely voordinate with other associations, especially with the
Women's Association. Plans should be worked out to indoctrinate and .
organize them into ranks and attention should be paid to training them
rather than assigning missions to them,

XII. LEADERSHIP REQUIREMENTS :

1. In order to provide an effective leadership for the Tesnager
Groups, we should fully understand the requirements and significance
of the political indoctrination task.

Province and district must hold regular meetings to discuss ways
to counter enemy conscription.

Increase the funds for secret service and propaganda activities aimed
at countering enemy  conscription and developing legal ((cadre)) farces.

Hold monthly meetings to gain experience in providing leadership.
The leadership over the struggles must depend on the peocple.

VIII. MOVEMENT FOR KILLING THE ENEMY AND FCR THE OFFENSIVE AND UPRISING

a. Streggthening of forces:

As mentioned above, the size of the guerrilla force has been
greatly reduced. Meanwhile; the majority of Youth Group members have not
joined guerrilla units to fight the enemy. Conversely, many of them were
conscripted by the enemy. This was due to our poor concept of enemy and
friendly forces. For this reason, in the future we should successfully
carry out the following tasks:

Motivate all Group members in liberated areas to participate in
the village guerrilla foice and to directly fight the ememy. This is to
measure the falthfulness of Group members toward the Party. Group
members must jJoin a guerrillus unit whatever their position may oe.
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Plan of recruiting and strengthening our forces in enemy controlled are:

Use agents to recruit new ones.

Employ legal cadre to recruit more agents. Through the people's struggle
movement, select agents among the receptive people.

Take advantage of legal agents to controcl youth and plant agents.

Use legal agents in liberated areas to indoctrinate the people in the enemy
controlled arcas. Assign and train female teenagers to operate in enemy
controlled areas.

Send students in liberated areas to operate in the province capital.

Use illegal cadre to mislead enemy activities.

Develop agents to hold onto the enemy area.

This 1s the most active and realistic measure.

Plan of developing legal cadre:

Select qualified agents and train them to become legal agents.

Plant legal and well-trained cadre and Group members into the enemy-
controlled areas.

Train a number of illegal nadre and at the same time develop a sizable number
of legal cadre throughout enemyscontrolled areas.

Through the peoplet!s struggles, select a number of receptive people . and
train them to become legal cadre to lead the ((uprising)) movement.

We must pay attentieon to the following points:

Take advantage of the legal struggle movements staged by students and
Buddhists.

Annihilate tyrants, oppose enemy i conscription and break his oppressive
control in order to liberate the people.

Stir up the struggle movement gradually to gain glorious victories and
continue to conduct struggles and heighten pride in the movement.

Conduct struggle movements without direct confrontation in liberated areas
in order to oppose enemy conscription and lay bare his crimes.

Struggles should be led in coordination with activities aimed at disrupting

the ((GVN)) People's Self-Defense Force and encouraging the youth to participate
in the Revolution.

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schools, city wards, hamlets, and resettlement centers. We should oppose
conscription in enemy areas and plant our cadre in various legal organizations
and lead them to struggle. These are the Association of War Refugees,

Association of Poor People, Writers and Reporters, the Entertainement Association,

and the School Association.

We must have many qualified legal cadre and plant them into organizations
to directly lead the movement. In addition, we must strive to control
professional people such as professors and intellectuals, who would help us
to exercise our control of the students.

We should organize teenagers and reveal the miserable living conditions
in order to motivate youth and enemy troops. This will point out enemy
crimes and spread rumors against enemy conscription.

We should intensify our propaganda following the people's political
struggles or our military activities.

We should threaten and warn the enemy personnel who conduct conscription.
We should strengthen our forces and provide leadership for the front line
including training on utilization of explosives as well as leaflets and posters.

The ideological guidance for the movement must be practical.

The primary requirements of our ideological task.

We must motivate the entire Group to serve in the front line and to stay
close to the enemy and attack hin. We must also conduct arn ideological
campaign in coordination with our enemy military proselyting activities, and
motivate the Puppet troops!' relatives to struggle ((against the enemy))
right in the heart of cities and towns.

We should reveal the enemy schemes, stir up the people's hatred for the
enemy and use them as the main topics for motivating the people. We should
explain ((to the people)) that nothing is more valuable than our own
independence and freedom and make the youths realize that as long as the enemy
remains there will be no independence and freedom.

We shoulc use examples frem our struggles to stimulate the peoplt . and
stremgthen their tdeologies.

Slogan: We should counter the enemy conscription and never join the
enemy army. It is dishonorable for our country, our generation, our family
and ourselves to work for the enemy.

Specific measures: We should apply practical ((examples)) to settle

ideological problems.
We should employ key forces to conduct the ideological task.
We should use leaflets, magazines, and newpapers to spread our propaganda.
Use megaphones and leaflets in the liberated areas.

We should have plans to use legal people, particularly the relatives of
the enemy soldiers. whom we can trust.
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Cur immediate requirement is to protect youths and teenagers. Any areas
which fail to protect them from being drafted by the enemy are considered to
have failed their Four-Oood=Quality criteria. The Four-(ocd=Quality criteria
is presently the highest fighting criteria of the ((Youth)) Group.

The immediate difficulties that we must overcome in cities and in enemy-
controlled areas are:

The enemy strengthens his forces to oppress the youths under many different
forms. He uses his public security personnel, secret agents and policemen to
hinder the youths' activities.

Our forces are still weak and few. In addition, our targeted ((youths))
to be recruited are still under the enemy oppressive control. A great number
of youths join the enemy organizations; the ((revolutionary)) movement is
still weak in every field,particularly in the building of the people's forces.

Our ideological guidamce is inadequate, we still disregard the enemy scheme,
fear hardships, difficulties and sacrifice. In addition, we failed to eliminate
tyrants and the enemy oppressive control. The experiences gained were inadequate.
There are few Party Chapters operating with ((RVN)) legal status. Qur schocl
organizations have failed to operate regularly.

Advantages°

We enjoy the direct guidance of various subordinate Party Committees;
therefore we will surely make progress in providing guidance for the people.
This constitutes the greatest requirement of youths and their families. As a
result, the struggle of the people, partiecularly the movement of students and
Buddhists, will be advanced. We have obtained great success in military
activities which affect the youth movement.

In reality, we have a great number of personnel and legal cadre on hand.
This is a great advantage for us to strongly develop the struggle movement.
In addition; our legal cadre's capability has been great, which has provided
many favorable conditions to organize the people's forces to operate in the
enemy zontrolled areas.

i.ans to be implemented

At first, we should properly assess the enemy scheme in leadershir, We
should counter the enemy conscription of youths as well as his acceler: .ed
pacification program. We must display a high determination in crushing the
enamy. We should consider this an important mission and requirement of youths.

We should strive to strengthen our ideology and make youths distinguish
honor from dishonor ((working with the enemy)). We should also confirm our will
to fight and make youths realize that nothing is more precious than freedom
and independence, thus persuading them not to side with the enemy.

We should intensively struggle against the enemy, use explosives to

attack his policemen, and avoid all contacts with his troops. We should
strive to develop the Group, the various associations and units .
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In enemy controlled areas, one~tenth of the young men must be
conscripted ({to serve in VC ranks)). The bulk of the ((RVN?) People's Self-
Defense Force must be disorganized. We must proselyte two-thirds of these
disorganized units.

Two-thirds of all young Party members of the local Party Chapters
must be conscripted.

d. Directions and objectives.

Troop recruitment should be carried out first in villages with a large
number of youths and then in places where the enemy may conduct or is conducting
his attacks.

The motivation of troops should be also carried out in province
capitals;, city suburbs, schools, and resettlement areas.

Objectives should be mainly young ladies, youths and teenagers aged
from 16 to 17 or within the age range set forth for-Greup members Ard- young Party
members. Gadre must set examples in the movement.

e. Iroop recruitment plan.

This plan has three phases.

The first phase lasts from mid-Oct to 20 Dec 70: 2,000 youths are to
be drafted into the district and province forces. Two-thirds of this figure must
come from the liberated areas and one-third from the enemy controlled areas.

Second phase lasting from 20 Dec to 26 Mar 71:

g. Reguirements for the first phase. (Phis phase is divided into three
step: '.}

Preparation.

We should hold meetings for the discussion of specialized subjects
in districts and villages and make specific plans for the motivation of the
people in each local area.

The meeting intended for the ((Youth)) Group is to be placed under
the leadership of the Party.

Next, we should go to the villages to properly assess the local
situations and organizations, and to conduct the classification of youths.




Two-thirds of the female members should be recruited from the bhasic
{(working)) class. One~-third should operate legally and secretly in both arzas.

The organization of youths into Groups and units should be carriad cut
in proportion with the recruitment. Ve must consolidate these new organizations
to ensure strong development of the movement.

7. Working procedures: Districts and provinces should provide leadership
and build our strength in villages and hamlets.

Improve leadership, review results obtained in villages, and lesarn
from experiences.

Provinces and districts should coordinate leadership in main and
secocndary objectives and exchange leadership experiences.

_ Monthly recapitulative reporté should be made on time and considered
a principal leadership requirement.

Increase Group activities and rely on the Group Sub-Chapter for basic
organization.

C. Enroll the vouths in the Assault Youth Force and encourage them to enlist
to serve in the front line.

a. DPurpose

We should strictly execute the directive of the (wrrent Affairs Committee
concerning the motivation of the people to strengthen the armed forces:. and use youth
foreces to strengthen the armed forces and province and distriet units. We must
fulfill the immediate military requirement, frustrate the enemy's special
pacification program, and prepare for our future activity phase.

b. Reguirement of the motivation phase.

1. We should heighten the relationship between our army and the people,
between main forces and local forces, between SVN and: NVN, and between our village
and hamlet guerrillas to show the people our military tradition. On the other hand,
we should explain all the difficulties of the Revolution. From this, we can make
the people forgive the weak points of our army and contribute more ((manpower)) to
strengthen our armed forces.

2. We should motivate and mobilize young men, ({Youth)) Group members
and Party members and assign them to district and province armed forces {chiefly to
district level) and Youth ((Group)) units to insure that we meet the requirements
of our immediate and long-range missions.

3, Through this motivation we can mobilize more manpower to reinforce
our full-time ((guerrilla)) forces. We should mobilize all the remaining yocuths
to serve in the village and hamlet guerrilla forces and assign them the mission
of frustrating the enemy schemes and gaining the suppert of the people.

¢. Specific reguirements.

In liberated areas, one-half of the young men and one-third of all
Youth Group members are to be drafted to serve full-time in the district or
province forces.
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
