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AMERICAN AIRCRAFT ATTACK FORMER REGION FOUR

During September 1968, the American aggressors intensified their means of war, savagely struck the pro\~nces from the 17th to the 19th parallels, and com­mitted many additional immenE'e crimes against our people. They intensified and coordinated all means of war, striking with a genocide nature. 

During September, the Americane used tactical and strategiC aircraft of their air force, navy, and Marines to attack the proV1n~es of Nghe An, Ha Tinh, and Quang Einh and the area of Vinh Linh 5,500 times. 

They also coordinated all types of aircraft and "he long range guns of the Seventh Fleet and from BCUth of the Ben Hal river t., shell the Vinh Linh area and the coast of QUang i inh a!ld Hs linh proVinces. In the areas of Vinh Linh alone, in five da,ys (7, 12, 13, 17, end 20 Septembttr) the American aggres­Sors sent 91 352 aircraft to drop 2,73C tons of bombs. The American bombs and sbells have plowed up and smashed the fields, destroyed many homes, and wounded many old people. women, and children.
