DIRECTIVE

CONCERNING MILITARY TRALNING

I. ENEMY AND FRIENDLY SITUATION. ' t

Fu Enem!. C s

To minimize !!S troop cafualties while maintaining its positionp the
enemy is attempting to implement the Vietnamization and pacification plans.
The US 18 attempting to make maximum use of the Puppet Army to cope with and
counterattack our forces,

However,it fears that the Puppet Army will collapse. This is a
contradiction which is driving the enemy into a deadlock.

Recently the enemy suffered heavy manpower and materiel losses,
especially among administrative personnel. A number of hamlets, many new and
old resettlement areas, and an important enemy element were destroyed. The
people seized control and returned to their old villages. The pacification
and Vietnamization plans were frustrated. ‘

The enemy 18 trying to salvage the situation by launching continuocus
counterattacks, using every possible scheme, and intensifying pacification
activities in an attempt to strengthen its defensive position, However, the
troops .(US, Puppet, and satellite) and the Puppet Government are demoralized
and confused. The enemy is resorting to the use of every possible weapon,
technique, fortification, and obstacle.

Many more cunning plans are being worked out,and many deceitful
actions will be taken.

The enemy 18 intensifying conscription and upgrading troopo to -
replace 1S troops on the battlefield.

1. Paciftcation.

US, Puppet, and satellite forces have engaged in many types of
destructive activities.

The enemy has used medium-size units in conjunction with mobile
troops to conduct extended sweep operations in areas bordering cities and
other areas ¢f emphasis. Special Forces have been dropped deep inside our
rear areas to search for our forces and discover our corridors.

Efforts are presently being concentrated on relocating the people,

killing our agents, disorganizing our organizations and economy, and establishing

white areas.
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More blocking positions have been established. The defensive
system in satrategic hamlets has been made more complex,and many more obstacles
have been added. ‘

Resettlement areas, communication lines, district seats, and
strongholds inside and outside of resettlement areas are now protected by
many more defensive linea. FEnemy infantry and marine forces are spread '
throughout strongholds and bases. Searches, ambushes, and raids are being
conducted by Special Forces and infantry units with the support of aircraft,
armored vehicles, and artillery.

Patrols and ajrstrikes are being increased, and reconnaissance
aircraft and helicopters are being used to discover and destroy our forces.
Armored vehicles and bulldozers are being used to destroy villages, forti-
fications, and crops, and to destroy the people's rice and property. Toxic
chemical agents are being sprayed to damage crops; economic attacks are being

conducted to win the support of the people; and Chieu Hoi and spying activities
have been increased.
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The enemy has intensified conscription and is attempting to upgrade
troops, It is strengthening People's Self-Defense and Regional Forces and
rallying VC defectors into units to operate in local areas. Armored vehicles
and air and artillery strikes are being used to support Regional Forces.

When the enemy is attacked, locsl forces, regional forces, and
mobile forces are used to counterattack.

2. Counterattack in coordination with defensive forces and mobile

forces,

a. Strongholds.

Strongholds are surrounded by many troops, concentration
points, defensive lines, and resettlement centers.

They are strongly defended by air, artillery, ;nd mobile
forces. 1f they are attacked, the enemy yses Popular, Regional, and Regular
Forces as reinforcements (as in Thﬂéng-ﬂﬁc). In some areas US and Puppet

% troops coordinate; they assign their troops to adjoining areas of responsibility;
they react rapidly but cautiously; and they support each other when attacked.

At night they send out companies or platoons to conduct search
operations. During the day, companies are used to perform the same mission.
But when they encounter our forces they usually flee or call in air and
artillery support. When they are heavily attacked, when their lines of
((defense)) are destroyed, or when they are unable to resist, they concentrate
their forces and to not disperse until our pressure is relieved.

Many obstacles, fortifications. block houses, underground

tunnels, and search light systems are present in the outer perimeters of their
strongholds.

. Searches and ambushes are conducted in coordination with
activities of marines, spies, and auxiliary forces ((meaning Popular and
Regional Forces)) to detect our forces or prevent our attacks.



In case a stronghold 1s encircled and supplies are cut off,
tne enemy tries to send reinforcements., I1f a stronghold is attacked by our
assault forces, the enemy will resist and wait for reinforcements. If a
stronghold is in serious danger of being overrun, it will be destroyed by air
and artillery. Enemy forces will be dropped later to reoccupy it. When a
stronghold is shelled,the enemy takes shelter in fortifications. When a
stronghold 1s attacked, the troops inside coordinate with those outside to
counterattack or to escape. The enemy's air and artillery support capability
is rapid. Armed helicopters are used to detect us. The enemy increases the
number of guards on dark nights. He drops flares and uses searchlights to
detect our forces moving along corridors or from various attack points.,

0

Enemy troops are demoralized. The enemy ia depending
Primarily on ‘obstacles and air and artillery support. He 18 afraid -that his
defensive lines will be destroyed. As a result, when he is seriously pressured
he tries to counterattack; if the initial attempt fails, he drops troops and
counterattacks until the pressure is relieved.

b. Base:

To defend his bases, the enemy clears the surrounding areas,
sets up obstacles and blockhouses, and uses searchlights and other observation
facilities against us, during both day and night as applicable. Marines,
Special Forces, armored vehicles, and observation aircraft are used to conduct
patrols. The enemy shells all routes or places where he suspects our presence,
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Storage facilities, fuel and ammunition dumps, and aircraft
are separately located with their own fortifications and obstacles for defense.
There are also shelters for technicians and pilots.

Upon attack the enemy usually calls in air and artillery
atrikes against suspected avenues of approach and lands troops to block our
reinforcements. But the enemy is weak because he concentrates his troops in
confused masses, uses set procedures in moving from one place to another, and
bivouacs in a single base camp., (The larger ((the defense system)), the more
prevalent the gaps.) -

¢. Cities, province capitals, and district seats:

The enemy intensifies police operations, makes maximum use of
auxiliary forces ((meaning RVN Popular, Regional, and People's Self-Defense
Forces)), and uses mobile forces to conduct search operations in con junetion
with the activities of secret agent networks, spies, and administrative
personnel.

The enemy sets up fences, defensive lines, and blockhouses
in areas bordering cities and establishes white belts ((meaning areas cleared
«.of obatacles)). He also deploys armored vehicles and mobile units in both the
inner and outer perimeters((of RVN cities, district seats, and province
capitals)),and closely controls entry and exit points. v

He closely coordinates with his mobile forces to conduct
extended operations in areas surrounding cities and in areas between his front
and rear, especially on moonless nights.

When strongly attacked by friendly forces from poth the inner
and outer perimeters, or when be detecta ((VC)) main force units 4n areas

Bordering cities, the enemy conducts continuous counterattacks with 1nfaﬁtry
troops, including US and Puppet ((RVNAF)) troops, tanks, and helicopters,

' However, enemy troops are undisciplined and lack combat
ability, The enemy cannot control a large city or provincial capital, 1In
addition, he has to support the people's normal daily activities while

carrying out his demagogic policy. Therefore, we may attack him through
many gaps,

c. District geats.

The enemy has built additional strongholds and blockhouses
on the outer perimeter of district seats,
He makes maximum use of auxiliary forces and consolidates
((RVN)) strategic hamlets, resettlement centers, and adminlstrative;machinery.

_ He takes advantage of the mobility of ((RVNAF)) Regional Force
inter-units and auxiliary forces to conduct counterattacks.

Generally speaking, the enemy military forces are weak; and
because the enemy has to support the people's daily activitiesyhis defenses
have many gaps.

e, Communication lines:

‘ The enemy conducts patrol operations with infantry troops,
armored vehicles, and helicopters in coordination with his forces in strategic
hamlets and resettlement centers adjacent to communication lines.

e’ To effectively defend his bridges, the enemy sets up search
lights and underwater . obstacles.

H

3. Use of troops.

The enemy even activates mobile forces among auxiliary forces
({possibly meaning Popular Forces)) and Regional Forces. When conducting
attacks or counterattacks, he first uses mobile forces in local areas, then
auxiliary forces and Regional Force Units, and finally US and Puppet main force
unita. The enemy frequently uses one battalion or battle group. The JS usually
deploys one company or sometimes one battalion. During a search operation, one
©or two Puppet companies move in one directipn while one or two US platoons
move in another direction,

Helicopters are a means of mobility for US troops and tanks, and they.
fulfill the same funetion for Puppet troops. Enemy main force troops usually
use helicopters during movements. Trucks are sometimes used.

Regional Force troops generally move on foot in lowland areas.
They are sometimes supported by armored vehicles.
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. The enemy 1is very careful in gradually conducting counterattacks
against our activities. His combat formations are widely deployed,and his combat
capabilities are very weak, especially in mountainous areas where he cennot use
armored vehicles for reinforcement and sweep operations. In lowland areas he
usually uses armored vehicles in attacks; however, his combat capabilities are
not strong enough. When attacked, the combat elements ((of an enemy unit)) will
assemble in one place for mutual support. In case some elements of an ((enemy))



corhat unit are destroyed,and if the remaining part of the unit is threatened with

cirglete annihilgtion, it will call in reinforcements or ask to be replaced by
Jaorther unit,

~The enemy will usually take advantage of darkness to deploy. The
strength in each concentration is a company; the company is divided into many
Piatoons; and each platoon will assign its squads or cells to use Coremi ((sic))
mines to lay ambushes in the outer perimeter. In the.dqrtint.xthese companies
often spread out from their concentration points, so that when they engage us,
they are able to move quickliy and keep distance between themselves and our elements
and request air and artillery strikes to aid in attacking us. 1f they are being
defeated seriously, they often gather into groups of company or battalion size and
coordinate ((their firepower)) with airstrikes, artillery, and armor activities
to repel our attacks. But when fiercely attacked. they flee.

In general, the enemy i8s being increasingly driven onto the defensive.

If he conducts counterattacks and disperses his mobile forces to operate in the
outer perimeter it is only for the purpose of consolidating his defensive positions.
He 18 striving in all his tricks, maneuvers, and actions to closely coordinate the
activities of defense forces in base areas with those of mobile forces, assault
forces, regular forces, and local forces, etc,.. ((sic)).

Recently, the enemy has been defeated and has become demoralized.
Therefore, he will strengther his defersive network and resort to move cruel and

cunning schemes and actions which may cause many difficulties to us in the tactical
and combat fields.

For that reason, every main, local, sapper, penetration, and guerrilla
force unit {in its area of operations, must maintain surveillance of the enemy
situation and study enemy strengths and weaknesses frequently. Study in order to
determine the best method of fighting and the best combat tactics to apply. 1In
addition, based on the requirements of missions in each area of operation, we should
train our troops and strengthen their combat capabilities to meeat the requirements
of the specific situation and mission.

B.. Friendly Bituation:

In approximately a year, especially since K,700 ((sic)), our three forcel
({main, local, and guerrilla forces)) have matured a step further.

Our leaders have provided guidance on the methods of fighting which the
three forces can best amploy.

The conduct of random and violent but poorly planned attacks has been
gradually eliminated.

Main force units have made progress in applying many tactics. For instance,
they have conducted raids using sapper tactics, ambushed in coordination with mine
attacks, and conducted hit-and-run attacks in coordination with forces operating
in blocking positions, In short, the main force, i{in the first step, has overcome
the confusion caused by the enemy defense system.

Local and guerrilla forces have devised many successful combat methods.
They are capable of fabricating weapons, bombg, and mines themselves.

Artillery units have made much progress, especially in attacks against
enemy rear bases,

However, the following shorcomings remain:

Our cadre and troops have failed to display aggressiveness in aftacklng

and destroying the enemy; and they have lacked resourcefulhess in organization,
leadership, and combat. Therefore our attacks are still weak and ineffective,
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Combat leadership was inefficient when involved, in the ((tactical)) '
training of troops. The troops were well-.organized, but they ware not !
well-trained. Their commanders failed to provide guidance on the applica- '
tion of combat tactics, etc... ({sic)).

Therefore, our combat efficiency was poor, and we could not
completely and quickly destroy many large enemy units.

In attacks against enemy fortifications, we were still unable
to overrun positions, seize control of the battlefield, Or capture
sufficient prisoners of war or weapons.

We did not learn from experience, promptly change our plan‘((of
attack)) when necessary, make proper combat preparations, oF order
timely ((strategical)) withdrawals. We failed to overcome difficulties
caused by the enemy's intricate defensive system and to properly react
to ambushes by marines in the outer perimeters of their positions. We
also failed to counter enemy troop actions and did not provide reinforce-
ments for counterattecks’ and tactical fire support on the inner perimeters
of their positions. :

The method of attacking the enemy outside his fortifications, the
tactical use of infantry troops, armed service elements, and guerrilla
forces, and the methods of providing mutual support were not positively
developed or flexibly applied to each objective, The most common tactics,
ambushes and hit-and-run attacks coordinated with forces operating in
blocking positions, were used poorly and without initiative.Simultaneous
attacks against three or four objectives were still weakly conducted.

R

Our mortar units have not fired accurately nor successfully provided
support for out infantry units.

Our units still had a poor antiaircraft capability. Attacks against
enemy mechanized vehicles were not successfully carried out.

We have not paid particular attention to basiec training for our
personnel, Experiences in attacking the enemy and providing reinforcements
for our combat units were still poorly applied. Wa have not carried out
migsiong with bravery, creativity op resourcefulnass. We have not coordinated
our actions with our orders. Our personnel have not strictly executed orders.
Orpanization gnd discipline were not strengthened; security maintenance
was still very poor.

In attacks against enemy pacification organizations, we attempted to
break the enemy's oppressive control of the population and win over the
people, However, we have fot coordinated all methods of pronged attack,
thus we failed to destroy many of the enemy's oppressive unitsa, tyrants,
pacification personnel, ({village)) council members, and Regional and
Popular Force members. We did not succeed in destroying the enemy's
strategic hamlets and resettlement centers. We also failed to smash
sweep operations conducted by "Let" ((possibly US leatherneck)) elements.

Battle plans were not carefully and flexibly prepared. We did not
take timely action, ete... ((sic)). All of our echelons did not take
sufficient advantage of initial and recapitulative reports. Therefore,
they were very weak and failed to detect the enemy's new schemes and
adjust their combat tactics.



The management of troops and materials was:poor,.md “-'d{d--uof
launch attacks and conduct ttaining simultaneously, thus limiting our
combat efficiency for a long time.

In short, though we have made steady progress in many fields, we
still have the following shortcomings:

The number of battalion, company, platoon, and squad-leval cadra
is etill very low,

We are not exparianoed in raid tacties., Our ambushas, hit-and-run
attackeyand coordination with foraes operating in hlocking positiona.are
POP".

Qur Sutta!tnn and company-level eadre avs not axperienced in the
tactian of attacking tha enemy with spearhead elsments and aeells,
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11, RURFOBE AND M1SSION_OF TRAINING ASTIVIZIEA.

In ordaer to maet the requirementa of combat missions, overcoms
difficultien auch as the aliortage of food, and prepare for the continuous
strupple batwean us and the enemy 4n the futura, etei,. ((sis)), the Current
Affalve Commirtec nf the ((Region 3)) Farty Committes and lioadquartars of
the Trent hava deeided to eenduct a three-month military training phass,
The training phase wil] be aimed at strengthening cadre's and soldiers’
morala, detarmination to fight, self-impoaed discipline, eagerness to
learn from past expariences of various lavels in K700 ((sic)), and their
will to overcoma all difficulties and shortcomings. Thia is also aimed
at making the three typas of forces (cadre, agents, and other forces)
well-trained after a short time in order to ensure continuous attacks
that will completely destroy enomy units, . ing >ur combatl .
achievenentes, reduding the ratio of WIA's and 'syand oonserwing . . .
ammunition, Ihus they will contribute their efforts to frustrating the
Viotnamization of the war, eepacially the pacification plan, and destroying
the enemy's defunsive position.

II11. SPECIFIC TARGETS, GUIDELINES, AND REQUIREMENTS OF TRAINING ACTIVITIES.

1. Targets:

One hundred percent of regiment and battalion-level cadre
must be trained. '

Ninety to one hundred percent of company and platoon-level
cadre must be trained and gutded in practical exercises. They in tumn
should directly train their unit members. Cadre and unit members are the
immediate objectives of the training phase. '

Raid and ambush tactics are ma jor lessons to be taught (day
and night). Soldiegs will be trained in sapper tactics and the methods
of coordinating with assault forces to conduct attacks.




Sapper and mortar units must be properly trained. Local and
guerrilla forces which operate constantly should be well-trained so
they can break the enemy's oppressive control of the population and -
win over the people.

Destroy a-large number of troops and units of the Republic of
Vietnam Armed Forces.

Destroy many enemy oppressive units completely and quickly,

Strongly attack US troops, and destroy a great number of their
war facilitieg.

-

2. Specific guidelines and requirements:

a, The Front's mobile main forces should destroy many FPuppet:
Regular units, annihitate each US and Tuppet regiment or battls group,
and attack units of auxiliary forces to provide support for friendly
local forces attempting to break the enenmy's oppressive control of the
population and win over the people.

3

The fellowing requirements must be met:

For friendly infantry companies:

An infantry company, a subordinate element of the infantry
battalion, having a personnel strength of 40 to 50 comrades, must either
destroy, in only one battle, one enemy company outside its fortifications;
or, in one day shoot down six to eight enemy aircraft (this achfevement
18 considered equal to the complete destruction of one enemy gqompany);
or destroy five to eight enemy tanks in one day or night with bombs or
mines in coordination with antitank weapons., An infantry company equipped
with relatively powerful weapons such as machine guns, B4l grenade
launchers, and 82mm mortars, must destroy one enemy company in its field
fortifications by using raid tactics or encircling and attacking it both
day and night. This infantry company may also destroy one enemy company
in its field fortifications or its positions by applying sapper raid
tactics, : .
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Infantry battalions in a regiment:

Reinforced with 12.8mm antiaireraft heavy machine guns
((the infantry battalions)) must adopt sapper-type tactics, lay ambushes
and conduct attacks by maneuvering troops in coordination with ((friendly
units)) positioned in key areas in order o destroy one puppet battalion
deployed outside their fortifications within one day or destroy two or
three US companies deployed outside of their fortifications and shoot
down from five to seven enemy aircraft within three days. The 38th ~
Regiment ((possibly aka 90th NVA Regiment)), the main force regiment
of the Front, has the mission of conducting concentrated attacks to

effectively wipe out four targets (enemy infantry forces, armor ((vehicles)),

artillery ((pieces)) and aircraft).




The Regiment must be reinforced with more weapons and placed
it the direct command of the Front or {tsg independent command committee.
according to orders of higher echelons, it will operate in the area of
operations of the Front or independently choose its own area of activity
(such as areas bordering cities, lowlands, and rural areas) ((of VC
Quang Da Province)). The Regiment must apply different sapper-type
raid tactics, lay ambushes, coordinate with ((friendly forces in)) key
positions, and adopt the combat tactics of the infantry and other armed
services df E ((the Regiment)). It must attack the enemy, wiping out an
enemy battalion and inflicting heavy casualties on one US or Puppet
regiment deployed outside of their fortifications within 10 to 15 days.

It may also utilize different combat tactics to attack and destroy a
Puppet battle group or a Puppet under-strength regiment (supported by
armored vehicleg) within three to five days or cooperate with friendly'

forces of different armed services to break a part of the enemy's
defense gystem.

The antiaircraft company of an ((infantryi) regiment,

An antiaircraft company equipped with from four to six
((12.8mm heavy machine guns}) operating in the area of responsibility
of the regiment must shoot down from nine to 12 aircraft within 24 hours
and aircraft flying at low altitudes at night.

((An" antiaircraft company)) equipped with infantry weapons
must organize an antiaircraft system over a large area to shoot at all
enemy aircraft, or groups of aircraft, especially helicopters, in order
to support fridndly troops in key combat and firepower positions,
friendly infantry units conducting raids, an ambushing or counterattacking
Eroups. Antiaitcraft units must also be able to fight enemy infantry
elements to protect combat positions, destroy enemy bases of fire and
neutralize his heavier weapons in blockhouses and on tracked vehicles.

They must also be capable of successfully attacking enemy
blocking positions on high terrain (in mountainous areas and border
areas) ((adjoining RVN urban areas)). They must be very mobile and lay
ambushes for enemy aircraft that are landing or picking up troops. They
must bravely stay close to enemy strongholds and airfields to shoot down
airplanes transporting supplies and performing medical evacuations,

Recoillesgs rifle and mortar companies:

As elements in the infantry, they must fight well and provide
fire support for infantry units while the latter conducts raids, ambushes,
and counterattacks,

They must independently conduct shellings on enemy troops
day and night. They must also coordinate with infantry units to attack
objectives close to their position, and coordinate with other heavy mortar
and artillery elements to simultaneously attack the main objective.

They are responsible for suppressing the enemy's mortar
and artillery fire to enable friendly infantry unite to accomplish their
assigned missions,

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They must increase the effectiveness of their weapons and
@il kinds ¢f ammunition and know how to select targets, They must be
capable of providing effective direct and high angle fire, They must
ensure their £iring accuracy against targets without wasting ammunition.
They mdst be always ready to produce intensive fire against the enemy
within & definite assigned period of time,. to ensure the destruction of
a major position of the enemy's forces and war facilities.
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While encricling the enemy, they must be able to fire at
mobile targets not included in the ({combat)) Plansyas well as =t
stationary and pre-determined targets.

They must develop the methods.of attacking nearLy objectives, and
be ablc to obsgerve firing effects and adjust promptly, estimate the firing
range accurately, and ensure quick and exact combat drilis. They must deliver
firepower, use their weapons in a flexible manner and be trained for night
attacks in forests and "border" areas.

To ensure the accomplishment of their main mission, they must
be familiar with infantry and engineer combat tactics so they can protect
their combat positions themselves and wipe out enemy forces coming to relieve
the battleground.

‘-

'Sapper battalions:

The 8th and 91st Sapper Battalions , which are the mobile
sapper forces of the Front, must apply raid tactfés and penetrate deep
into ((enemy positions)) by evasive movement, or attack the enecmyin the '
outer perimeter ((of his position)). They must completely destroy a US g
and Puppet Regiment Command Post and the digtrict seat.

The 89th_Sapper Battalion, as a stationary sapper unit,
must be able to cause maximum personnel and equipment losses for the enemy
and upset the enemy®s rear area through sustained vaid tactics.

Sapper battalions can be employed in close coordination |
with local forces to perform the main mission of breaking the enemy's ‘
oppressive contyol over the population and winning over the ;people within
a specified period of time. During combat, they must be able to use ;
available firepower to down enemy aircraft and destroy his tracked vehicles. i
They also must know how to attack enemy reinforcements, conduct countere:
raids and cnuﬁtsruwcep operations, and attack blocking positions by
maneuvering Autick. ihey must know how to conduct counterratds to ensure
safe troop withdrawal after combat or protect positions used as formation
points and points from which their troops can launch independent attacks.

Specific ((mtssions)): The main targets to be attacked ((by the sapper
battalions)) are enemy forces in fortifications, bases, storage facilitieg,
airfields, command posts, sub-sectors, district seats, artillery positions:,
parking ateas, 'ord defense work€j as well as the enowy troops cutside their
fortifications. Ten to 15 comrades must destroy one stronghold manned by
one engmy platoon. ’
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Coordinate with local forces in the concentration or dispersion of
troops to promptly counter pacification activities, sus+~'n ~ilium-size =sweap
operations. and wipe out US and Puppet Marine companirc.

'~ Launch ropeated hit-and-run attacks against ((RVN)) Regular, Regional,
and Popular Forces,

Coordinate with guerrillas and engineer elements in raids and embushes
agsinst many lines ((of communicatfion)) to destroy tanks, armored vehicle
tonvoys, and bulldogers with mines, improvised mines, and antitank weapons,

Join with local forces to form antisircraft nets,

Coordinate with the three forces ((main, local, and guerrilla forces))
and the people to destroy strategic hamlets and resecttlement centers and
motivate the people to serve as agents.

Properly spply regulations on messing, billeting, movement, and combat
operations in aress bordering cities and successfully motivate the people.
