Popularize the objectives of our 
diplomatic offensive among the Puppet government personnel and opposition 
factions in order to gain the 1I)'IIIp&t.b,)' of people in all walks of *e. 
Strengthen the war in'fal1ds'an4 veterans' political struule movements, 
denounce the lIIalf,reatmeOj; of 1n'fl4-ids by t.he Thilu-Ii"-IO'liU clique in order 
to sow dissensio, ..ang t.bea and disrupt the en~'s internal organization. 

3. Di.asellinate leaflets, write let.ters, and conduct loudspeaker 
propaganda aIlOng US alid satellite troops to intOl'll them of the objective of 
our diplomatic acti'fities. Motivate them to demand peace and neutrality. 
wage an anti-war movement., ask to returb to their country, and refiise to 
conduct sweep operations and terrorize the people. 

To meet the requilV ... ct the military proselyting campaign, the 
military proselyting sections of various V's and action units shoul~ .ake 
co.ncent.rated effortaincarrying out their missi01l1S. If conditions permit, 
.t~itary proselyting mUst be closely coordinated wit~ political and military 
actirldes. Motinte «RVIiAF» troops to conduct military revolts, kill 
tyrants and traitors, deetra,y posts and outposts, and desert theirr~anks to 
ret~to the people.
