North Vietnamese a.1l'space and the lfeceat tbreat of ;Defense Secl'etary 
Laird al'e all part of the recent schemes and acts of the U.S. lmpel'lall.sts 
Wbo are stubbornly inten.ifying and e~panding tbeil' aggl'8ulve wal' 
against lndochinese Qountrle8. With lTeepect to No~th Viet Nam, in 
October, U.S. ail'cl'aftms.de about l, $40 sorties on 910 occasions O,,"Ol' 
almost NOl'th Vietnamese prOVince' aIJd cities. In ZZ days, F.SZs 
bombeu dl'opped thousands of tons of j;)ombs ovel' Westel'n Vinh Linh 
while tacUcal aircraft let 100" !lome Z, 900 demolition bomb. and 
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85, 000 steel~peUet bombs over various areas in Ouang Binh 
and Vinh Linh. 

In South Viet Nam, the Americans are intenllifying the 8pecial 
pacification plan, and are taking advantage of typhoon and noods 
to carry out their !alI'PIa, up operations, to herd the people into their 
conceatration camps and to step up their Vietnami:zation plan, 

In Cambodia, the Americans are forci!1g t~e Saigon Pllppet 
troops to carry Ollt mopping up operations (words indistinct) and to 
commit b~oody crimes against the !{hmer people. Since 2~ October, 
on thetr V.S. bOsses' order, 6,000 Saigo!1 puppet troops, with air and 
artillery support, entered the southeastern part of Cambodia to carry 
out mopping up operations in the Parrot's Eeak area, Bvay Ri.ng 
province" and in the FlshHoa& .rea, !{ompong Cham province. Apart 
from the forty mUlion'l'dollar aid to Cambodia, the Americans arQ 
also planning to bl'ing <\1'1 additional 120 n4lUon doUare to the Lon Nol 
clique by mid.,.1971. accorlUng to VPl on 6 Novembflr. 

In Laos, the Americans are launc;:hing large-scale military 
operations. The enemy has also admitted that Southun Laos has 
been the most severely hit in the hietory of the Indochina war, <\ccording 
to VPI on 5 November, In only " weeks, beginning 8 October, E.52's 
made some 900 sorties while Jet fighters made thousand. of sortles, 
dropping more than 60, 000 tons of bombs on many targets in Soutllern 
Laos. 

Top V,S. miUtary comm nders such, all Air Secretary Seamans 
and Chairman of the ~oint Chiefs of fitaff Moorer recenUy urived in 
South Viet Nam, (words lndllltincs) to prepare for new adventurous acts,
