'While we conducted an activity phase and our people in Central T B
Region and particularly those in TT ((possibly Thid Thien Prov1n§23§
were suffering difficulties and dangers caused by floods, the US

and Puppet ((RVNAF)) forces dropped bombs, sprayed defoliants,
conducted sweep operations, and committed robberies, bringing suffering
and misery to our people.

"Since there will be three holidays in Dec s I
want all of you to strive to record outstanding achievements on hese
days to avenge dur compatriots. To end our activities of 1970 d
start those of 1971, I would like to make the following suggesticnsdl)
Prepare for combat, heighten vigilance, and prevent units from falling
into enemy smbushes and surprise raids; (2) conduct another attack

19 Dec 1s the anniversary-of the
beginning of the Anti-French war which lastedfron. 19 Dec L6 to Jul Hh.
.20 Dec 70 is the 10th anniversary of the NFLSVN, and 22 Dec 70 is the
6th annivérsary of the establishment of the North Vietnamese Army.
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
