Located on China Beach, just outside of Da Nang,

pPeace Village offers health care to more than 100 patients
each day. The Center includes a pharmacy, laporatory,
trauma room, and medical library.

*The Mobile Medical Outreach Program*
outreach brings mobile health units to remote areas of
vietnam where medical services are not readily available.

*The Compassion School*

Compassion School offers educational services for poor
children who are otherwise unable to attend school.
children receive primary and health education, as well as
vocational training.

*Village of Hope*
The Displaced Children’s Center, provides food, care, shelter,
and education for 100 orphaned and abandoned children.

Fast Meets West strives to provide gquality programs in health care,
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.ducation, vocational training, and rehabilitation. We support the
initial phases of these projects to assure that these opportunities are
made available to all those in need. Eventually, all the programs

Wwill be entirely run by Vietnamese.

We help the people of Vietnam to end their daily struggle against
hunger, illness, illiteracy, and homelessness—-and to overcome a
historical legacy that has left the seventy million people of
Vietnam among the most impoverished in the world.
