Baby."” I1'll pass the Bast Pakistan material along to
Thang, as 1 did the manuseript earlier, as sooa as I read
these two new pieces first. Thang is off on a 40-day
visit to the provinces, getting the campaign shaped up
for 1967.

Speaking of 1967, I put out & memo called "Battle-
ground in 1967" which you should read, Seat copies to
Washington. JMontague said he specifically would make sure
you got to read it. It's really intended to get folks to
focus on strategy. The first one I wrote, in Dalat while
the Manila Conference wvas going on, was ripped to pieces
by the team. So, I went to work and rewrote it completely.
Porter's staff and MACV took to it and distributed it to
the U. S. teams in the provinces. S0, maybe it will in-
fluence some of the thinking here.

For good, he says, The Chinese agricultural team is giving
him a little send-off tonight, and have asked me to "speak
a few words.” It would be fun to talk for an hour while
their soup gets cold! We also are having Bert in for a
team get-together before he leaves.
