La l1;ue r re au Calilbodge n ' est pas une guer re civile carnbodC,ienne , 

a dit L.Rahal : "C' est une guerre d ' agres s ion neo- colonialiste centre 
Ie Cambodge independant, souver ain et non- aligne ". 

C' es t pour cela que l a situation qui s ' est ainsi cr e e a au Caln­

bode;e concerne la comlilUnaute internationale tout enti ere , et notre 
organi sation en particulier . 11 est du devoir de not re Assemblee , 

non seulement d ' examiner ce probleue et de prendre une dec i s ion 

a son sujet , mais egalement d ' adopter une at t itude conforme a sa 
propre mission. L ' Assemblee n ' a pas Ie dr oit d ' hesiter un seul instant 

entre Ie parti de l ' a[;r ess i on etranger e et celui de la volonte popu­
laire .

" I n these circumst ances ," Rahal said , " the cle l e c ation of the 

r e,:ime of I,on Nol only represents the ';roup which still h olds power 

in the city of Phnom Penh and cannot speak for the cambodian people . " 

Rahal was the first spe"ker as the Assembl"'y opened its debate 

on the question which Government should represent CaJ"bodia in the United 

Nations . 

Rahal spoke on behalf of :;5 nations supportinG Sihanouk . 

He Gaid the coup d ' ~tat wr.ich brour~ht Lon i'k l to p ower in march , 

1<; 70 , "was forei c;n - inspired and occurred in the abs ence of prince 

Sihanouk . " 

Except for the forei f\n minister, he said , the Siha" ouk govern­

ment was operatin[l; on cambodian terli t ory . 

Senetjal, Dahomey and China were listed to speak in favor of the 

Sihanouk Govermnent , Th ailand and Bingapore for Lon Nol . Also to 

address t h e Assembly tuesday was Lon Nol ' s forei ~'n mi:1iGter Keulq Lim . 

'1'he vote lias expected to be close s ince Sihanoul: l sckoQ onl y 

three votes in the Assembly ' s session a year ~~o . 

Assembl y president Abdelaziz Eoutefli ka scheduled the vote 

for thursday . 

Chinese ambas s ador Euane; Eua a c cused the United Ste.tes of 

instigating the 1S70 coup ae:ainst Sihanouk and of committing 

aH~ress ion by continuous support of Lon No!. '1'h e Unitec1. St 8'ces , he 

said , was thus interferinG in the i n ternal af., airs of Camboclia in 

gros s violation of the U. N. charter .

Uni ted Nat ions , Nov.26 (AP) -- \'111ilG secretary of State Iienry 

A. Kissinger held t alks i n Peking , China ' s chief dele~ate here ur~ed 
the U. N. general Assembly not "to legalize the continued U. S . aggres ­
sion and intervention in Cambodi a . " 

Ambassador HUanG Hua said the way to that \>las to defeat a 
pendinG resolution seekin~ talks to settle the cambodian civil war 
and ad.opt another that woul d switch cambodia ' s F.N. seat from president 
Lon HoI ' s to prince Norodom Sihanouk ' s representat ives . 

He charged that the former resolution , sponsored by southeast 
Asian and other countries "was suited to the needs of the policy of 

the United States" and its true intent was to continue the usurpation 

of the U.N . seat "by the traitorous Lon Nol clique ." 

"CoI.lpletely evadinr; the basic fact that the U. 3 . aggression 

is the sole root cause of the war in Cambodia ," Huang said , "it 
attenpts to force the lawful g overnment of Cambodia to hold so- called 
talks with the imperialist puppc t throu~h the instrumentality of the

"According to this draft , there would be no need to stop 

the U.S . aggression in Cambodia ." 

However , he said , "the traitorous Lon Nol clique entrenched in 
Phnom Penh •.• is headinr., for doom" from demonstrations , desertions and 
military attack despite enormous U. S . military and economic aid and 

"large numbers of U. S . "advisers ."" 

Huang said tho s e who called ( GrWNC) a ?,overnment in exile were 

telling "malicious lies " because it Vi as recognized by more than 60 
countries and its forces had liberated 90 per cent of Cambodia ' s 

territory and 80 per cent of its population . 



He said the liberated areas unde r Sihcnouk's '~ overnment had 
been linked up into a contigous area "where c:overnment orGans have 
been est8blished at various levels." 

Huang said the United States instigated the mar'ch 1~~?O 
mili tary overthrow of Sihanouk to extend the \~ar of agGression in 
Vietnam to the whole of Indochina ." 

Tha Algerian ambassador said Lon Nol ' s group "represents no 
one but itself" arid the Cambodian parliament ' s vote to depose Sihanouk 
after the coup d ' etat was illegal because parliament had no right to 
depose him .

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United Nations , Nov . 27 CAP) -- Senegalese ambassador Nedoune Fall tol d the Assembl y the parliamentary vote ae;ainst Sihanouk was "a tragic act of imposition since it \Vas taken under the threat of machineguns ." Senegal is a cosponsor of the pro- Si!lanouk proposal. 
Ambas s ador Tiamiou Adjibade of Dahomey , another sponsor , termed Cambodia under Sihanouk "the standard- bearer of all nona,lir;ned nat ions in southeast Asia ." He complained of a "smear campai[;n st8rted last year " against african countries supporting Sihanouk . Africans are concerned , he said , because like them CambJdia has had a colonial past. 

A sponsor of the other resolution , syrian ambassador Haissam Kelani , said 
its rightful 

the time had come to restore Sihanouk ' s Government to place in the United Nations . 
Another such sponsor , yugoslav ambassador Jaksa Petric , said an Assembly decision to restore "the lawful riGhts " of Sihanouk's r;overnment would be "a v ery important contribution toward improving prospects for peace in Cambodia and in the res ion ." 
Still another , ambass ador Blaise Rabet afika of l'ladac;ascar, said t he United Nations bore the responsibility to help cambodians recover their dignity, sovereignty and full independence , \"hich only the Royal Government could defend. 
Another sponsor , albanian ambassador Rako Naco , said the United States had led all t he military operotions against "libera­tion force h "in Camboc~ia , and Thai l and supported "the United States ' imperialist war " there.
