As your people have undoubtedly noted, Americans are appalled by the treatment 
accorded their fellow-citizens 1n Southeast Asia. The North Vietnamese, the Viet 
Cong, and the Pathet Lao have consistently refused to allow impartial inspection 
of their prisoner of war facilities by the International Committee of the Red Cross. 
Moreover, North Vietnam, a signatory to the Geneva Conventions of 1949 relative 
to the treatment of Prisoners of War, has refused to abide by many of that docu­
ment's humanitarian provisions. 

The people of the United States - while varying in opinion on the Vietnam conflict -
are unvarying in their desire and determination that U. S. prisoners of war receive 
the basic, humanitarian treatment guaranteed by the Geneva Conventions. 

Further, because U. S. prisoners of war in Southeast Asia have lost all military 
and intelligence value and because settlement of the POW problem on both sides 
could provide a new basis for negotiations and renewed trust on the part of the con­
flicting nations, I suggest that the Russian government request the immediate 
repatriation of all prisoners of war in Southeast Asia. 

I strongly believe that your intercession in this cause would serve the best interests 
of all mankind.
