· -Cajolement and cheating on election, multi-party government but 
some days after, the communists kiJlyd all party leaders such as: Vietnam 
Reovolutionary Alliance Associati9n, VN National Party, the leaders of 
South Vietnam; the Fourth International Communist, the Supreme 
Maste, Huynh Phu So of Cao Dai religion, the eminent persons of the 
Hoa Hao religion. Please ask Mr. Nguyen Tuong Bach as a witness for 
evidence he now lives in California. 

-All facility destruction for resistance: What purpose was it for the 
destruction of the agglomations far away from the French troopes. Even 
the old citadel of the Le Dynasty in Thanh Hoa was also demolished to 
pieces of brick. 

-December 12, 1946: the Nation-wide Resisdance's Day: the security 
police had made a list of wealthy people living in Hanoi and Haiphong, 
who, remaining in the cities, were killed and robbed of all their assets. 

-The land-and-field denouncement: its goal was to eliminate those 
who had influence upon the people. At least 400,00 people had been 
killed: among those people there were undergraduates, prospective 
students were they malicous, vicked tittled men? We need not relate here 
all kinds of griesome sights of the people who were put to denouncement 
trials. While on trial, the members of the family were separatedly held. 
Because of hunger, thirst, shame and torture, there were a leasts 50,000 
people who killed themselves along with their relatives. Because of the 
overwhelmed emotions from the people, Ho Chi Minh had his words out 
and had attributed the fault to Truong Chinh, and called for corrections. 
In prisons there were about 30,000 communist officials who were spared 
of their lives but all their assets were taken away. See Hoang Van Hoan 
memory. 

After the denouncement operation Hanoi made a list of the people 
who still had some influence of the people; these influencing people were · 
exiled to distant forests, each group lived in different areas. At least 
100,000 people lost their lives there. 

After April 30, 1975, the officials of the Former Republic of Vietnam 
(RVN) were sent to the North. The previously held prisoner's bitterly 
said to the new prisoners. "For many years already, we had waited for 
you to liberate the North. But now, we had to feed you. Try to survive 
awaiting the day which will be bright again." 

The Victory of Dien Bien Phu was the deed of Red China, but Vo 
Nguyen Giap falsely claimed it as his merit. 

After the fight against China 1979, many books vilifying China were 
published such as "The Thien An Gate", the Chinese Hegemony" These 
books express the faithfulness of Hanoi to its benefactor China! 

After the Victory of Dien Bien Phu (1954), the communists entered 
Hanoi, Haiphong, Nam Dinh, and many other cities, they imposed various 
taxes, confiscated people assets. The died had no coffins to be put in. So 
many nationalists were killed, exiled, put in prison. 

The Tet offensive of 1968: within 26 hours, whole South Vietnam was 
a battlefield. Just one month in Hue, the communists had kill 25,000 
people in mass (what a smart excuse it was for American Generals to 
Pretext that there had not been enough men to attack, so, they let the 
Vietcong flee away.)
