If the spirit and good heart attain the lofty goal, 
then Iron and Rock can be broken up. So, 
Vietnamese citizens within their duties, must 
struggle consistently, to give out their sincere calls 
for the whole world to come for help, for the 
American people to know the truth and to have 
some pressure on their Government and Congress 
in order that the crimes, cheating schemes, mean 
betrayal in the past must be made known to public, 
and the U.S. Congress ~ill open debates on these 
facts to be clarified. 

- If a Cuban citizen returning to Cuba with 
10,000 dollars, would he be trialed? 

·_ Is it legal when the U.S. Immigration and 
Naturalization Services allowed hundred thousands 
of VC to enter the U.S.? 

- Harriman, not caring about the White House 
and the Pentagon, ordered Cabot Lodge to 
overthrow Ngo Dinh Diem and Ngo Dinh Nhu. Who 
were savagely killed. President John Kennedy bent 
his head on the table for 4 hours when hearing the 
news. Please reconsider this point. 

- Why did the U.S. congress refuse to say 
something about the case of Mr. and Mrs. Le Triet 
murdered? 

- Former Ambassador Tran. v .Chuong and wife 
were murdered. So savagely with the view to vilify 
the Vietnamese Nation. This fact must be put to 
light. 

- Priest reverend Luong Kim Dinh at Mr. Le Tu 
Vinh home for philosophy lessons, was threatened 
and poisoned to become paralyzed and memoryless. 
After this fact was revealed in the Van Thang No. 
12, thousands of Christian congregation came to see 
reverend Kim Dinh. 

- After issuing seven Van Thang ,newspapers 
(1984-1985), Mr. Le Tu Vinh and some of the 
members of the Front met with the" Black Dragons" 
(the Invisible Goryemment) including 8 persons. 
(The US Congress and Government must have 
perfectly known about these persons). If not, the 
Front will let them known. 

During 3 years of talking, discussing about the 
world plan relating VN and the US and the other 
countries, especially about the doctrine of 
Humancracy which explains where human beings 
come from, where human kind will go to. That 
doctrine is not the same kind as Marxism, or not 
the same kind as capitalism which only works on 
pragmatism: money is the end. The Black Dragons 
were very impressed by this doctrine which was 
overwhelmed with so much eulogy. This doctrine 
really is the Godly Illumination for the holly 
scriptures in the "Miraculous Poems." All of the 
Black Dragons unanimously stated that: this doctrine 
is the lighthouse for mankind to known how to 
concentrate the brain power on scientific initiatives 
for man's sublimation against the black will become 
meaningless. 

These stories were will known by French 
Intelligence Sevices. especially by Russians, so the 
Pravda of Soviet Union had indirectly cursed 
Americans, and Americans had reponded with many 
articles on the Washington Post of June, 1985. 

At the first Summit Talk in Geneva between 
Soviet President Gorbachev and President Reagan 
at Mr. Reagan's guest room, President Reagan had 
said to the Front's representatives: "I am praying 
and working for the Front's mission of VN to be 
accomplished". The Black Dragon had interpreted 
President Reagan's statements to Mr. Gorbachev. 
The Front would like to express thousand thanks to 
Mr. Gorbachev (who had reformed the Soviet 
Union) for his statement on the BBC about a new 
doctrine that would be coming into being. His 
statement might have aimed to prevent the U.S. 
from planning an assassination of Mr. Le Tu Vinh. 

At The Press conference on May 3, 1992 in 
Houston, The Front had reminded the American 
National elites (Black Dragons) of having better put 
to light the previous agreements that the U.S. had 
intentionally given no ears to them as unknown.

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Proclamation of the Revolutionary Front for the Restoration of Vietnam: 

The U.S. government from using power 
to wage war to elaborating rmest 
schemes in the overall attack of Mau­
Than (1968): an unprecedented crime in 
humankind's history 

The United States must have used its power to coerce 
justice. The U.S. had entered Vietnam without being 
covered by any treaty. They did not observe The Genev.a 
Agreement, murdered President Ngo Dinh Diem and 
President's brother, and waged war. 

U.S. strategists had determined that the questions of 
anthropology, geography, history oflndochina would need 
not to be taken into account of. They were so· reliant on 
their weapons that the three nations (Vietnam, Cambodia, 
Laos) became victims of their doings. 

They brought their men into forests, mountains, swamps, 
so their men must be subject to rain of shelling (ancillary), 
and the guerrilla war had cost lots of Americans' lives and 
money. 

Should we give praise or blame to the U.S's strategy? 
Military Strategies have defined: invading requires 
promptness in attacking and winning; stationing requires 
attacking ability when advancing and defending ability 
when withdrawing; coming without being viewed, leaving 
without being noticed. 

The U.S. might not have wanted to know that: 
- U.S could not be able to fight against the whole 

coalition of communist countries that were on their 
mightiest growth. 

- U.S.'s allies did not give their supports because of the 
illegitimate cause of the war. U.S. parties split in ideas. 
American people went against the war. U.S. soldiers got 
into consternation. South Vietnamese people were 
desperately in disorder. There was no "super mind" to 
change strategies. 
• Satan Lyndon Johnson's deviation 

In spring of 1966, Lyndon Johnson, Dean Rush, Robert 
McNamara, and their followers, betraying the South of 
Vietnam, made deals after deals with hanoi (VC). They 
coaxed Hanoi to betray the Soviet Union and China and to 
become the US's cooperator. 

Johnson thought that: when the attack succeeded, the 
agreement between Hanoi and US would be completed, 
then US would have the "pedal" to conquer the Southern 
East of Asia for halting China and the Soviet Union's 
expansion. 

The Front would like to pose this question: 
The city of Saigon: Gia Dinh, Cho Lon had a population 

of over 3,000,000 with the strict control of the military, 
police, military police, and not to said about the radar 
system and US forces. From Tan Cang to Hang Xanh, Phan 
Thanh Gian Bridge, there were lots of check points. Even 
one Vietnamese soldier should not bypass the control if 
not provided with a pass. So, Nguyen Van Thieu also could 
not move just on battalion' into Saigon. 

Well, who would be the director of the overall attack of 
Mau Than? Obviously it was Johnson and his followers 
(Dean Rush, McNamara, Bunker, Westmoreland, and the 
Generals Wheeler, Richardson, Davidson, etc ... ). They 
provided US means for Communist to move from Hanoi to 
Saigon. 

Richard Helm, head of CIA, having deep love with a 
Vietnamese lady, had told her to move away, because the 
area where she dwelt was near the Police General 
Headquarters which would be bombed. 

Following are some of the VC units recorded by the 
Police Department of Saigon-Cho Lon-Gia Dinh: 

- Four battalions: 265, 267-269. 
- Three Regular Regiments: 271-272, 265A. 
- Two Independent Battalion: ClO-Antlers 69. 
- Regiment Q761 (271), Regiment Q262 (272), 

Regiment Q763 (273), Regiment 101, Regiment 141, 
Regiment 165. 

Vietcong soldiers wore neat uniforms (helmet and 
golden stars.) 
• The U.S. preparation: Stopping bombing from 
Vinh City to 17th Parallel 

Johnson's plan of suspending bombing was for the North 
of VN to move their troops into the valley of An Hau. (A 
Sao and A Luoi) where US wou.ld transported them to 
attack Hue, 7 cities of the Central Region and the Highland. 
Over 100,000 people of Hue were buried in collective 
graves. Ask Rober and McNamara. Saigon and the other 

20 cities were all attacked from 2 :00 Am to 3 :00 Am on 
the New Year's Day. Hanoi could never accomplish such 
attacks on their owns. 

Pilots, broadcasting specialists, transmission, tank 
drivers, artillery gunners, etc., were all trained in the USA. 
If VC had succeeded in the attack ·of the Tan Son Nhat 
Airport or the Broadcasting Station of Saigon, or if VC had 
gotten tanks to circulate, then Hanoi and US would have 
rejoiced on the blood ocean of the South of VN. 

Nguyen Van Thieu had not met with Ho Chi Minh for a 
talk about the armistice of Mau-Than 1968. 

It was Johnson's followers who had met with Hanoi for 
a period of seven days of armistice. Firecrackers of Xom 
Moi, Go Yap, and the ones from HongKong raced to go 
off from the eve of the New Year (30/12) Saigon at about 
3 :00 AM, people thought of firecrackers, then they doubted 
about a "Coup d'Etat". Later, when morning came in, all 
streets were overwhelmed with helmets and golden stars 
(Vietcong). 

On the routes leading to Saigon, VC soldiers were on 
the bliss. They were brought in Saigon by US convoys 
leading and ending by US police vehicles. For example: 
Le Van Duyet Street to Phan Ding Phung Street. There 
soldier were dispatched to deferent points: Independence 
Palace, Broadcasting Station, Helicopters UTT gave lights 
for the troops to move to the points. 

An odd things happened: while grew firing was heard, 
flares ~ere immediately shown up to help VC soldiers not 
get into confusion in a unfamiliar city. Where on earth did 
these flares come from? Ask Westmoreland! 
• The plan for attack of th~ Broadcasting Station of 
Saigon 

Firing began at 2:55 AM, military police and government 
vehicles pulled in. The guards saluted. Vietcong shot them 
down. CIA had trained VC to perform this job. Ask US 
General Wheeler? 

At the Quoc Binh tailor's, #65 on Nguyen B. Khiem 
Street, next to the Broadcasting Station, National Polic~ 
had discovered a basement in good condition for at least 
40 to 50 soldiers to abide and hundreds of AK-50 (guns), 
hundreds of kilos of TNT, signal apparatus, over 200 
Republic of VN garments. Ask the US military intelligence 
for this scheme also planned for destroying the Vietnamese 
Intelligence Department at #8 Nguyen Binh Khiem Street. 
• The battle of the US Embassy 

The US Embassy was located on Thong Nhat A venue. 
Nguyen Van Muoi of Vietcong's Special Task Cl 0, drove 
the Traction 15, directing the attack at the embassy at 3 :00 
AM. They broke into the embassy without encountering 
any defense. Until 7:00 AM, Major Hillel came for help 
with a helicopter and two platoons. At 9:00 AM, the attack 
ended. Nineteen Vietcong were hold and were all shot by 
George Jacobson (a retire Colonel, CIA) 

The UPI broadcast confusing news: 124 US injured, 1 
killed; another news: 10 USMP killed. Another news: 27 
US killed , 22 injured. After all, US Embassy rectified: 
only one US soldier injured. 
• The Battle of the Independence Palace 

Where was President Thieu when the attack began? Ask 
Ambassador Bunker. 

Though weak, the defense force had tough counter 
attacks for all 36 hours. The 5 story building on the corner 
of Nguyen Du and Thu Khoa Huan streets, was thought as 
a US facility, but it was built for VC to shell the Palace 
with 57mm cannons. The building #72 Nguyen Du street 
contained guns and TNT. 

The Watch· post on Nguyen Du shot down the convoy 
of VC attacking the Palace. The first leading vehicle was 
shot side-swaying. Later, police discovered TNT full on 
the other vehicles following. 

Police also seized the special task team with all red 
banderoles very wide and long bearing the greetings of 
Peace, Independence, New Year's congratulations from Ho 
Chi Minh. 
• Fire and Blood at Tai" Son Nhat Airport 

The airport comprising Bay Hien, Ba-Queo areas was 
full on fire and blood. Many families of 15 to 20 members

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all were burnt. A question for US to answer: Who had 
brought 300 VC pilots into USA for training at Arizona or 
some place in US? Next, who had provided transportation 
for 162 North Vietnamese pilots to get into the US Tactical 
Operation Center (TOC). 

An Airborne Captain and his two fellow combatants 
happened to spot the group of North Communist pilots. He 
raced back to get a jeep mounted with a mini gun, then 
returned to the TOC. He shot dead 162 pilots in 3 minutes 
including some US pilots al the gate of Ba-Queo. US had 
set up a plate there: Here, the graves of 162 North pilots. 

Nobody could know if, later, Van Tien Dung had these 
graves dug up for corpses to be brought back to Hanoi. 

The Republic of Vietnam captured 50 North pilots. 
These pilots would fly light aircraft to dragging the blue 
and red banners reading: peace, cooperation, independence, 
and ten thousands of leaflets bearing Ho's congratulation 
for the New Year's Day. 

Who had locked the electric boxes on the tanks at the 
airport? Who had shot furtively Colonel Phung Van Chieu, 

. Defense force in chief, Tan Son Nhat Airport? Who had 
shot dead Colonel Luu Kim Cuong, who used to criticize 
the US? Who had created disorder in the defense of TSN 
fi.irport in view of setting free the North pilots? Was 
remainder of the North pilots returned to Hanoi? 

For the facts to be corroborated, a strong written in the 
Chir:stian Missionmy Alliance by a American Pastor serving 
in Saigon is cited here as follows: "The North pilots had 
been shot dead by an Airborne Captain with he mini gun. " 
This pastor had called out "Praise to God! It must have been 
a miracle for the South of VN to get safety." He must have 
realized that if these pilot had been alive, bombs and 
rockets would have raced to explode the sky! For this 
reason, Richard Helm had advised his mistress 's family to 
move to Binh Chanh, because the General Police 
Headquarters should be bombed as Richard Helm had 
known about it previously. 
• The Battle of Xom Moi and Go Vap 

The whole Go Yap, Xom Mo1 was the area for the 
Quartermaste r, Ordnance, Engineer, Ammunition, fuel to

mother, wife and 2 children), Lt. Colonel Nguye n Tuan 
(wife, ·6 children); Colonel Nguyen Quy, they we re 
tle terinined not to give the keys. Vietcong coerced his 
m."otner, h!s wife, and his children, but he did not give in. 
They were all fired. 
• : T.h.e 'Battle. ~f th.e An Quang Pagoda 

Who had tn;msported the Armed Independent Capital 
Regiment: t~o regular North Battalions and Battalion 6 
(VC)? The ·An Quang Pagoda was the Headquarte rs of 
Saigon, Cho Lon-, Gia Dinh. The four regional Headquarters 
(East, West, North, and South) we re put re nder the 
commaAd of the An Quang Headquarters. Who had made 
the huge ammunitions storages explode, creating raging 
e~-0rmotis fires? So many houses had been used for storing 
amml:lnit~ons. Hundreds of cases of guns had been found 
by the polices. 
· The Special Police 2 22 captured VC Captain Tong Nhut 

!an carrying a very detailed map outlining the routes from 
Dau Tieng, Ben Xue, Phu Binh to An.Quang. Tong Nhut 
Tan and several other commanders confirmed An Quang 
as the final rally point. 

. ·What ,was the reason for "some persons" claiming as 
protector for Very Important Pe rson (VIP). Monk Tri 
Quang; Thich Ho Giac (Ho Giac was only nameless monk.) 
Monk Thich Tam Chau clad on a T-shirt and shorts was 
rescued by the police while running from Tu Quang Pagoda 
to Phari Thanh Gian Street. At the An Quang Headquarters , 
seven or eight VIP wea.ring VC badges (General and Major 
Ranks) had been shot dead by the police. These VIP were 
reported as Chin Vinh, Quoc Vinh, Cuu Long or Tran Do 
by ru~or news. 
. Based on he detaile d map, the police broke into Pho 
,Bin,h (8 Yen Do Street). It was the meeting place for 
Po~itical High-Ranking officials of Hanoi and South 
Departme nt. This group had the reponsibility to from the 
"National Democratic Peace Le ague Gove rnme nt" 
including more than 40 fe llows, but the police only shot 
down 18 of the m. The re mainders, if not flying into the 
:sky, must be· rescued by CIA Richardson. At Pho Binh, 
codes, maps, documents had been seen on the tables. These

More than 30 US Generals had met at Texas, holding .

More than 3,000,000 Vietnamese officials, officers, had 
been killed, dead in prisons; over 5 ,000,000 VC returnees 
had been castaway in oceans, graves of South VN died 
combatants were dug up.
