•The General Attack of MauThan's Tet, 1968 (continued) 
• The Battle at the Headquarters/Joint General Staff (JGS) 
The truce at the time had been prescribed as a way to deceive the 

South. Along the railroad #10, gambling houses were set up. Firecrackers 
were fired competingly. Bright lights were seen everywhere. 

Then, several groups of people in uniform carrying field bags, 
weapons came out from the cemetery, road, and from street lanes. They 
ordered the gamblers to enter the houses, closed the doors and said: "We 
are children of uncle Ho. We're coming back to liberate you and give 
you our congratulations on the Tet.'' .· 

Right after that were strident firings and yells of Viet cong that they 
had taken over the Headquarters/JGS. But, in reality, they had taken over 
the Military School of Languages. 

' '. 
The School was within the Headquarters which was usually protected 

by a battalion on duty, but, when.Viet ~ong attacked, there were only 5 
soldiers. As swift as a lightning, officers .and their wives, children and the 
5 soldiers rushed to the blockades, opened fire on VC (according to t he 
statement of Colonel Ban, liv:mg now in Falls Church, VA). 

At 5 a.m on the 2nd day of Tet, two Parachutist companies of the 8th 
Battalion came over for rescue. A s·ea Tiger unit of the 4th Airborne 
Battalion joined in fighting, and late in the evening, the 6th Parachutist 
Battalion from Vung Tau was airlifted to rescue the JGS Headquarters. 

The fight from the blockades of the School, from the houses close to 
the JGS Headquarters ended by defeating the VC' s attack within 24 
hours. 

The news ran: less JOO Viet Coflg had been killed. But in reality, 
accordin$ to the,police and Captain Hua M Chau (Parachutist Unit), th,ere 
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were a.tJeast 300 Viet Gong Killed and more .than 20 Viet Cong aroested. 
These Viet Cong equally declared that they had been conveyed to Saigon 
by "Allies." They belonged tot he 267th Battalion, and the Gia Ding 
Special Forces, and the other units from Zone C (Tay Ninh). The Allies 
here were Thailand's armed forces. 

Who gave Viet Cong transportation? Who deployed Viet Cong at the 
Cemetery? Who reserved tall buildings in front of the Gate #4 for Viet 
Cong? Please get the clear answer from Davidson, CJ.A. in chief in Viet 
Nam. 

• The lightning battle at the Naval Headquarters. 
The Viet Cong had been defeated within 1 house at the Naval 

Headquarters because the news of the attack had been warned. 
The Simca automobile, painted white fully carrying Viet Cong close 

to the fences. Sergeant De quick opened fire. Viet Cong jumped in De 
and his guards were wrestling with Viet Cong like a movie. Another team 
of Viet Cong came over from Thu Thiem (Saigon Ferry). Sergeant De 
was killed. 

There were 3 other teams: One te am advanced straight to the 
conveyance ship in the intention of using it.as the pedal to open fire to, 
the Headquarters; the 2nd team used AK-50 to destroy the defense forces 
for the 3rd team, with mines, B-40, t? break into the Headquarters. The 
1st team was swept out when they just landed on the ship's bridge . The 
2nd team was fired by the defense units. The 3rd team only made some 
detonations then was shot dead. 

The fight ende d with 3 Viet Cong arrested (2 males and 1 female.) 
The female Viet Cong was in a special team, with the mission to catch 
Prime Minister Loe alive at the Palace #5 on Bach Dang A venue. The 
field bag of this female Viet Cong containe d a lot of tapes of 
congratulations from Ho Chi Minh and The Peace Government. 

The Sergeant De, the Hero of the Navy, who had stayed up the whole 
night to guard the Navy Headquarters. His first shot _and the ones of his 
companions that might had broken up the scheme of taking over the Navy 
Headquarters and catching Prime Minister Loe. If the news of the attack 
had not been previously known by chance, Viet Cong would have 
succeeded in taking over the Navy Headquarters, then the Viet Cong's 
sailors from Thu Thiem would have gotten the mastery of the Saigon 
river and then the next day, the conveyance ship and the other ships of 

-Saigon would have been decorated with flowers to rejoice on the 
victory!? Who was the chief conspirator? 

Each Viet Cong soldier had $2000 of the Republic of Viet Nam's 
currency when he was arrested; the bills were brand new, still sticking 
together- who gave out these bills? Please ask Mac Namara! 

• The Battle of the Highway Bridge, Hang Xanh. 
On i:he Viet Cong's maps, the points to be attacked had been colored: 

Navy Headquarters, Embassy Building, Broad casting Radio Station, 
Independence Palace, Naval Arsenal, Military Port, Bien Hoa Highway. 
Cat Lai would be the rally point for the great brigade of Vet Cong and 
local guerrillas. 

The Battle between Special Regiment #2 and Battalion #3 (B/5A), 
Battalion QlO and two Vietcong companies moving from Cat lai to Cay 
Dua, highway. The Rangers had to advance slowly. On the fourth day of 
the Tet, airplanes called people to move away from the battle area. 

The battle ended after 5 hours of fighting. The gas storage of Tan 
Cang cuught fue along with thousands of people 's houses in dreadfu l fire. 

Hundreds of Viet Cong soldiers were killed. Some arrested, declared 
that they were brought in by the "Allies." 

• The Battle at the five way cross roads of Binh Hoa. 
People carrying white flags, holding on each other, tried to escape 

' 

from the five-way crossroads ofBinh Hoa area. Viet Cong soldiers 
opened fire from the house tops. Rangers and Parachutists ended the 

. battle. Hundreds of people' s house were destroyed. The sawmill of Pham 
Bieu, Paint factory of Back Tuyet, Rubber Plantation and the whole 
military condominium were baits to fire. Many families burnt smell of 
ashes were terribly dreadful. 

• Treachery and the real face of the United States. 
1- Hanoi was quickly aware of the failure : the Viet Cong pilots 

dwelling in the U.S. operation center (in Tan Son Nhat) had been killed 
haphazardly killed, so they could not drop bombs on the South; Radio 
broadcasting could not be done. Tanks could not appear. Ships could not 
show up. Hanoi, in order to bind the United States to Mau Than's 
Agreement, had its statement broadcast on the radio: ' 'The General Attack 
of Mau Than is the United States-Hanoi cooperation." The Combodia's 
radio broadcasting station, also repeated what Hanoi announced. 

2- The South people and the military were very surprised at seeing 
American soldiers laugh and drink beer when fire and blood were 
occurring and they kept motion less. 

3- General Tran Thanh Phong ask Americans for some gas but was 
refused. He cursed openly: "American betrayers have cooperated with 
Viet Cong." He had ordered to close all gas stations, to requisition all 
buses to transport Viet Nam Armed Forces. Many parachutists and 
policemen had shed tears before his acts. Later, he died at Nha Trang. 
Who killed General Phong? Please ask Mac Namara. 

Mr. Ellis Worth Bunker had to speak in person at the United States 
Army Radio: I have learned that the Hanoi Radio has cheated the South 
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people with its statement' that "The United States Anny Forcesrhave 
closely cooperated with Viet Cong to undermine the South and to establish 
the Coalition Government."' I firmly believe that Hanoi will continue 
spread out more groundless news. I hope you will not listen to that news! 

I keep contacting Nguyen Van Thieu and I guarantee that the United 
States in doing its best to support the government of Thieu.

• Westmoreland does not know how to tell the lie. 
Westmoreland states? "The Viet cong's army including guerrillas 

comes up 12,000 men. They created disorder in Saigon. I, day after day, 
expected an attack as it is today". Only some days later, he praised: "You, 
friends, have killed 31,000 enemies. " 

• Senator Frank E. Morse 
Senator Frank E. Morse, a Democrat of Utah, stated that he was in 

touch with Westmoreland the night before the Viet Cong' s attack. He 
didn' t hear anything about this attack from Westmoreland, and 
Westmoreland only stated that perhaps the Vie t Cong would make some 
reinforcement in the north of Khe Sanh and in the West of South Viet 
Nam. Being back to the United States, Senator Morse, accused 
Westmoreland of treachery, and brought the case of CJ.A to the 
Congress, for he had well known about that mean scheme. But, General 
Wheeler replied that had informed several United States Commanding 
Generals of the potential attack of Viet Cong into many cities. It was 

. 100% true of what Wheeler had said: The United States Commanding 
Generals had been informed that "No action shall be made. Wait f or 
rejoicing on the victory of the Viet Cong attack lead by the United States. " 

• The good conspiracy of CJ.A 
Everybody knows the Binh Loi Bridge which is the important access 

to Saigon. The large villa in red paint lying on the left of the Bridge was 
the camping place for the 45th support company of the Military 
Intelligence of Brigade # 100. On.the 1st day of the Tet, major Brady; 
company commander, opened the gate to receive one battalion of Viet 
Cong. Assistant commander Van Donald, captain, was in the upper floor 
with machine guns ready to fire at Viet Cong, then Brandy snatched at 
the gun and ordered not to fire . A dispute took place. Brady said "I've 
gotten the order to do so. You shall not go against the order." 

Sorry for Van Donald, who , some days later was transferred to Cheo 
Rea where he retold that sad story to several Vietnamese servicemen. 

The story of opening the gate for Viet Cong to enter Saigon was an 
evidence for the fact that CJ.A. had done a good job as stated by Wheeler. 
The United States Congress should asked Van Donald to know the truth. 

Westmoreland was heavily criticized for "Not having accomplished 
his mission," and was asked to be dismissed and fired. But several United 
States Generals said that Westmoreland was an able General and had 
been used to his job, so Westmoreland was allowed to stay in Viet 'Nam 
for 2 years. Average-in-intelligent people can also realize the meaning 
of the phrases of "not having accomplished his mission" and the deal of 
the Mau Than Case in 1968. 

• General Nguyen N. Loan: Who are you?

overcrowding in the streets Tran H. Dao, Nance, Cao Thang, Ly T. To, 
Minh Mang, Tran Q. Toan, Chuong Bo, Children's Hospital- Viet Cong 
had already deployed their units in the upper floors of tall building and 
the Children's Hospital. The policemen and the Rangers led by General 
Loan bravely fought against the Viet Cong to take over houses, one after 
one. Loan's units aimed to destroy the Viet Cong's commanding post at 
619/13, Lane #213, Nguyen Thien Thuat Street. 

An story causing tearful laughing: When the police cleared the Viet 
Cong on the Nguyen T. Thuat Street, a number of disguised monks with 
shaved head, guns hidden in their cloaks, fired madly at the police. At least 
10 disguised monks were killed. 

• The Viet Cong Headquarters at the An Quang Pagoda 
Looking back to history from Ngo Quyen to Le, Ly, Tran, the 

buddhism had played an important role in the salvation of Vietnam's 
Nation. Spirit which has been incorporated into the heart of the Viet, 
therefore the United States had used the rascal, Tri Quang (monk) and 
the An Quang Pagoda was the Great Institute of the Greater Buddhist 
School, so that this very pagoda would be the home of the Viet Cong's 
military important persons in the Mau Than' s attack. Lots of ammunition, 
weapons had been discovered in the pagoda.

and this was the praise of Australian reports: "A lot of Americans have 
been amazed before the courage and resoluteness of the Armed Forces of 
the Republic of Viet Nam. The army was in good discipline. No units 
dropped guns or surrendered, though Vietcong forces were double or 
triple fold in number. " 

Aware of the battle fields in cho Lon, Phu Tho that were 10 times 
important than the area of Nguyen T. Thuat, General Nguyen N. Loan 
and his subordinate officers had quickly se up a commanding post at the 
Phuoc Kien School. 

But, Davidson knowing the importance of this commanding post that 
would threaten the existence brigades in Due Hoa, Due Hue, Ben Luc, 
Binh Chanh. These forces could not move into Cho Lon. So, Davidson 
had ordered his helicopters to destroy that commanding post by rockets. 
All officers of the C. P. were killed. Only the Mayor of Saigon, Van V. 
Cua was alive. He lives now in California. ·Many Vietnamese officers 
asked about Van V. Cua. CJ.A replied "that mad fellow had been brought 
to the United States." General Loan, afterthe Mau Than's event, was let 
unemployed along with his subordinates until 197 5. He could not advance 
in ranking. 

•The Bewilderment of the United States's Government 
The reporter of B.B.C said that the Jonhson' s government had become 

bewildered for hours because of the attack. And the official of the 
Washington, D.C had to acknowledge that they had never doubted of the 
existence of such a mixed huge and comprehensive operation! 

What with bewilderment? Please ask Mac Namara and Dean Rush! 
• Accusation of Senator Robert Kennedy 
Perhaps Senator Robert Kennedy had know about the scheme of the 

Mau Than's attack, so he had made a sharp criticism when Johnson 
announced: " The Viet Cong's attack into the South's cities was a great 
defeat." Robert Kennedy said that the attack had created "stirs" and 
"psychological changes" in people. He requested to review the Viet Nam 
was and the fact about the Mau Than' s attack must be made knoWll to 
public in Chicago. He praised the Vietnamese: "Each citizen is a 
combatant, Vietnamese soldiers are very brave, consistent infighting. " 

His statement was broadcast on the Australian Radio Station. His 
requests: to know the truth, to revie w the Viet Nam War, to make "stirs" 
and "psychological changes," would lead to the hatred, fri.istration from 
the Vietnamese people and mankind would look down upon the United 
States would the assassination of Senator Kennedy result from his 
accusation? Let the United States Congress bring the tapes into light! 

• What statements made by Representative Senator Manfield? 
Senator Manfield, Rep. leader, also severely criticized Johnson's 

strategy Manfield said that the Vietnamese Communists had completely 
won on the psycho battle. He requested to review immediately the 
position of the United States politics, economy, military after the Viet 
Cong's attack. 

Sen. Manfield was very intelligent. He perfectly realized that: "The 
United States could not win the war, so it secretly cooperated with Viet 
Cong in the Mau Than's attack." The term "Won on the psycho-battle" 
was completely meaningful. 

• B.B.C and Sunday Times. 
The B.B.C. also stated: "A great number of United States officials 

expressed their doubts by raising questions about the United States 
standpoint relating to the North Viet Nam's attack." 

The Sunday Times wrote: "Nobody could figure out the ending of the 
war by the winning or the defeat of the United States Army Forces." This 
critic must have clearly known about the United States plot, so he had 
got such a blame; and the paper continued: "The Mau Than's attack has 
bewildered the world to the maximum? and, eventually everybody must by 
thinking of the people who have been involved in the dirtiest war of human 
history." 

•The double-faced strategy made for Viet Cong by the United 
States 

The Europeans usually rate the United States generals as those who 
go to war in the fashions of wealthy people. They use bombs rather than 
military tactics. Mac Namara, Dean Rush, Wheeler, Westmoreland had 
realized that: after the failure of the Mau Than' s Attack, they had to be 
submissively dependent upon Hanoi. And, how the United States could 
win the war, when the Soviet Union and Red China were ready to send 
volunteer troops into Viet Nam. So, the United States must have to killed 
the Viet Cong troops withdrawing from the Mau Than's Attack for the 
Washington D.C's future attempts. 

Thousands of Viet Cong killed soldiers in the battles of Tan Son Nhat, 
Ba Queo, United States helicopters dropped bombs on Viet Cong troops 
withdrawing from Quang Trung, Trung Chanh up to northeastern Xom 
Moi, Hanh Thong Tay. Viet Cong soldiers had disguised into "dikes", 
"field banks" slowly crawling to escape. They were all destroyed. 
Twenty thousand Viet Cong soldiers were killed by bombs, rockets! 
V.O.B announced: 17,000, Westmoreland: 12,00. If they had not been 
killed by United States; most of Viet Cong soldiers would have been 
cought alive and the United States scheme would be discovered. 

The professional Generals equally know the tactics of attacking, 
fighting against the reinforcement, blocking the withdrawing troops. 
However, in Hue, U.S. Generals directed the operation to destroy the 
Hue City. Viet Cong soldiers withdrawing brought along Hue's people 
to killed in masses. The killed came up to 13,000. But only 7,000 were 
estimated. Bui Tin (Viet Cong high official) stated: only 2,000 to 3,000 
were killed in letting Viet Cong soldier's to withdraw, the U.S. expected 
for future negotiations with the Viet Cong. 

• General Loan shot the "intrusive" Viet Cong 
The International Red Cross calls to the fighting sides for not doing 

random killings. However, in two weeks of fighting in Saigon, United 
States soldiers killed 20,000 Viet Cong soldiers while they were 
withdrawing, and had not let them to surrender. In the area of Truong M. 
Giang; our fellow-countrymen held hundreds of Viet Cong soldiers 
getting lost, not including 2 p,latoons surrendering. The total amount of 
the Viet Cong .soldiers held alive and surrendered was at least 20,000. 
Where were these prisoners after the defeat? Were they stabbed and 
thrown in the sea or the forests by United States aircrafts? 

According to the Geneva Agreement on prisoners, only regular 
soldiers are subject to treatment of prisoners. However, why did the 
United States press blacken General Loan who had fired the Viet Cong 
intrusive fellow killing the police couple and their four children? After 
1975, the press and television continue defaming General Loan. 

• The question reserved for Nguyen V. Thieu, the national 
betrayer 

1- Hundreds of enterprise Viet Cong managers were catched (not 
including the dead.) They declared that they were trained by Americans 
to take over Saigon and to manage the industries. Generals Tran Thanh 
Phong and Loan had presented the case to President Thieu. Why did 
Thieu let the case passed by? 

2- The United States had organized a banquet to rejoice on the Mau 
Than' s victory with more than 400 guests comprising Americans, Viet 
Cong, and some left-oriented persons on the Eve of Tet. United States 
military police and Viet Cong soldiers were on guard at the hotel.

6- We hope that according to the common law: "What you like, do it 
to others; What you don't like, don't to it to others." The United States 
Congress and Government will sincerely express their repentance on 
their wrong doings, accept to compensate the war they have waged with 
17 million tons of bombs, over 30 million tons of anununition, 17 million 
people killed. Their admission of the crime will open a Peace Talk for 
the people of Viet Nam live in freedom. 

• As regard with Vietnamese Refugees 
Van Thang has a wish that these newspapers will be handed over to 

each other, to Americans, and will be sent back to our country. 
Please have this thinking: the hell's devils are far less cruel than the
