Enemy Irobile Ambush Tactics 

1. Tv-·dcal C8Se. 

In early April 72, the enemy oppressed LN su1'sector. Naval HQ maneuvered 
ar. arr10r.-:cd cavalry assault troop to stronghold A in order to coordinate 
Kith Border Defense Ranger Bn ••• Hoving on the highway, these units came 
to reinforce the subsector LN. 

When arrivin[; North of LN, 4YJJt away, at about 1320 on 5 Apr 72, the 
friencly force was trapped in an enemy ambush site which contained about 
one battalion equipped with numerous anti-tank weapons. The friendly 
unit was encircled and divided at the same time. 

mien unexpectedly and violently attacked, friendly troops could not 
counterattack promptly, so their formation was broken, suffering heavy 
losses in personnel, weapons, equipment and armored personnel carriers. 

2. Tactical characteristics. 

a. Being able to pre<lict our withdrawal for the reinforcement of the 
defense of LN subsector, the enemy selected a battlefield for his ambush. 

b. The enemy had the situation under control and knew well our 
stren0th moving on the highway. 

c. The enemy applied the mobile ambush tactic to attack, encircle, 
cut off and destroy our force. 

d. The enemy concentrated anti-tank weapons (B40, B41, DKZ 75&AT3) to 
oestroy our armored personnel carriers. 

3. Friendly unit reaction. 

a. Suddenly attacked, our troops reacted very weakly, their formation 
was broken inune<liately. 

b. The enemy mobile elements attacked and divided our forces, therefore 
our Infantry elements and APCs could not support one another. 
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4. Assessment: 

a. The enemy anticipatetl that wl;en LN sul'sector vras oppressed, the 
forces in the nor th would have to withdraw, so he. chose terrain for laying 
his ambush. 

h. The enemy observed our movemf.:•nt regulation on the relatively 
secure.cl h:fghway; \le used mechanizE!J an<l armored forces and a reeular force, 
movin0 in column. 

c. Our units operated carelessly, used uncoded radio messages, failed 
to ta];e minimum security neasures, were unable to keep their status and 
streneth secret. 

d. To avoid heavy losse::i, in every tactical movement we should apply 
a nur.1ber of essential r.:1easures against tlie euc-r.:,:-l arr.1,us:-1 tactics as 
follovs: 

(1) Estimate the enemy capability in order to prepare for logical 
actions. 

(2) Stmly terrain to c~oose route. 

(3) Try to avoid moving on trails and highways. 

(4) Plan activities of observation aircraft and fighters in the area. 

(5) Plan the destruction of enc.my force by means of air strikes an<l 
art:illcr:' fire. 

(C) Asnisn front, flant and rear security elemE.nts. 

(7) Trooi>S should a<lvance: in 2 parallel \vings ,.;i th a distance from 
lOOOm to lS'JOm hE~tween them in order to sur;;ort am: reinforce one another. 

(G) Sl··ould it be necessary to move on hiehwa~·s, ,.:e sliould organize 
roaJ seocuring operations .... rith close formation as follows: 

- rrotection from Air Force and Artillery clements. 

- Sta:r in contact with operational force. 

- Infantry troo:)f.'. sittir.2 i11 vehicles sl!ould he limited to the 
lanxfr.:ul!! extent •
