"We're Coming to Your City" 
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Nashville Based Country Western Music Group 
Honors Afro-American Hero 

The country western group known as "Big & Rich" and hailing from 
Nashville, TN on the Warner Music Group label have recorded a song 
on the their latest CD that pays a special tribute to the late SPS 
Lawrence Joel, the -1 • living Afro-American soldier to receive the Medal 
of Honor since the Civil War. 

The new CD entitled "Coming to Your City" includes a song entitled the 
"8tb of November" whicl is narrated by Kris Kristofferson and he 
speaks very highly about the heroic actions of 173d Airborne Brigade 
Medic Lawrence Joel on November 8, 1965, during the Battle for Hill 65 
which was the first major US Army battle of the Viet Nam war. SPS 
Joel was from Winston-Salem, North Carolina and he was presented the 
Medal of Honor by President Lyndon B. Johnson on 9 March 1967 
during a ceremony on the White House lawn and this presentation 
ceremony is shown on the DVD especially made for the "8tb of 
November", by Deaton Flanigen Production based in Nashville, TN. 

Niles Harris who served in the 173d and was in the Battle of Hill 65 is 
.. the inspiration for the "8th of November" and a close friend of "Big & 

Rich" and attributes Lawrence Joel for saving his life and many other 
lives on November 8,1965. Lawrence Joel retired from an Army career 
to Winston-Salem, NC and be died on February 4,1984, and is buried in 
Arlington National Cemetery, Virginia.
