While Douglas Pike is well known to
every academic involved in the study of
Vietnam, he is perhaps less well known
to others interested in Vietnam. Mr,
Pike is a retired U.S. Foreign service

officer who spent many years either in
Vietnam or studying events there.
During his government service he
generally was regarded as the U.S.
Government's leading expert on
Vietnamese communism. Among his
many credits are seven boaks,
including: Viet Cong: The
Organizational Techniques of the
National Liberation Front of South
Vietnam; War, Peace and the Viet
Cong, History of Vietnamese
Communism; PAVN: Peopie’s Army of
Vietnam; and Vietnam and the Soviet
Union: Anatomy of an Alliance. Mr. Pike
has contributed to 24 edited volumes
and written several hundred popular
and scholarly articles, monographs and
conference papers on

Southeast Asia.

Mr. Pike is a member of the National
Council of the Vietnam Center. He

+20, and ts scheduled to participate in
our 1995 Vietnam Roundtable and 1996
