shall prosper. 

4 The ungodly are not so: but are like the chaff 
which the wind driveth away. 

5 Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the 
i?dgrnent, nor sinners in the congregation of the 
righteous. 

6 For the LORD knoweth the way of the righteous: 
but the way of the ungodly shall perish. 

PSALM 15 
1 LORD, who shall abide in thy tabernacle? who 

shall dwell in thy holy hill? 
2 He that walketh uprightly, and worketh right­

eousness, and speaketh the truth in his heart. 
~ He !hat ?ackbiteth not with his tongue, nor doeth 

evil to his neighbour, nor taketh up a reproach against 
his neighbour. 

4 In whose eyes a vile person is contemned; but 
he honoureth them that fear the LORD. He that 
sweareth to his own hurt, and changeth not. 

5 He that putteth not out his money to usury , 
nor taketh reward against the innocent. He that doeth 
these things shall never be moved. 
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PSALM 19 

1 The heavens declare the glory of God; and the 
firmament sheweth his handywork. 

2 Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto 
night sheweth knowledge. 

3 There is no speech nor language, where their 
voice is not heard. 

4 Their line is gone out through all the earth, and 
their words to the end of the world. In them hath he 
set a tabernacle for the sun, 

5 Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his 
chamber, and rejoiceth as a strong man to run a 
race. 

6 His going forth is from the end of the heaven, 
and his circuit unto the ends of it: and there is nothing 
hid from the heat thereof. 

7 The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the 
soul: the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise 
the simple. 

8 The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the 
heart: the commandment of the LORD is pure, en­
lightening the eyes. 

9 The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring for ever: 
the judgments of the LoRD are true and righteous 
altogether. 

10 More to be desired are they than gold, yea, than 
much fine gold: sweeter also than honey and the 
honeycomb. 

11 Moreover by them is thy servant warned: and 
in keeping of them there is great reward. 

12 Who can understand his errors? cleanse thou me 
from secret faults. 

13 Keep back thy servant also from presumptuous 
sins; let them not have dominion over me: then shall 
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I be upright, and I shall be innocent from the great 
transgression. 

14 Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation 
of my heart, be acceptable in thy sight, 0 LORD, my 
strength, and my redeemer. 

PSALM 23 

1 The LoRD is my shepherd; I shall not want. 
2 He maketh me to lie down in green pastures: 

he leadeth me beside the still waters. 
3 He restoreth my soul: he leadeth me in the paths 

of righteousness for his name's sake. 
4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the 

shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with 
me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me. 

5 Thou preparest a table before me in the presence 
of mine enemies: thou anointest my head with oil;

9 He maketh wars to cease unto the end of the 
earth; he breaketh the bow, and cutteth the spear in 
sunder; he burneth the chariot in the fire. 

10 Be still, and know that I am God: I will be 
exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the 
earth. 

11 The LORD of hosts is with us; the God of Jacob 
is our refuge. Selah.

PSALM 91 

1 He that dwelleth in the secret place of the most 
High shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty. 

2 I will say of the LORD, He is my refuge and my 
fortress: my God ; in him will I trust. 

3 Surely he shall deliver thee from the snare of the 
fowler, and from the noisome pestilence. 

4 He shall cover thee with his feathers, and under 
his wings shalt thou trust: his truth shall be thy shield 
and buckler. 

5 Thou shalt not be afraid for the terror by night;

1 Though I speak with the tongues of men and of 
angels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding 
brass, or a tinkling cymbal. 

2 And though I have the gift of prophecy, and un­
derstand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though 
I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, 
and have not charity, I am nothing. 

3 And though I bestow all my goods to feed the 
poor, and though I give my body to be burned, and 
have not charity, it profiteth me nothing. 

4 Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity en­
vieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, 

5 Doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her 
own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil; 

6 Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the 
truth; 

7 Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth 
all things, endureth all things. 

8 Charity never faileth: but whether there be proph­
ecies, they shall fail; whether there be tongues, they 
shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it shall vanish 
away. 

9 For we know in part, and we prophesy in part. 
10 But when that which is perfect is come, then 

that which is in part shall be done away. 
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11 When I was a child, I spake as a child, I under­

stood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I be­
came a man, I put away childish things. 

12 For now we see through a glass, darkly; but 
then face to face : now I know in part; but then shall 
I know even as also I am known. 

13 And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these 
three ; but the greatest of these is charity. I Corin­
thians 13:1- 13
