Materials : Chalk and floor of school or school yard and sharp stick.

PART 9

Bulletin boards.

Materials needed Asbestos board or corrugated cardboard boxes

Bulletin boards are one of the most useful aids you can have in
your classroom. They are very easily constructed and will last indefinitely.
They can be made with asbestos or they can even be made out of pieces of
heavy corrugated paper boxes. Bulletin boards may vary in size. (One about
8 ft. X 4 ft. is a good size). It is well to finish the border with small
strips of wood, however, it is not absolutely necessary. The bulletin board
is often nailed to the wall, but it can be hung (as you would hang a
picture). Thumb tacks or pins may be used to put pictures etc theon
board as the asbestos or corrugated paper will puncture easily.

Many beautiful displays of pictures, drawings, cut outs etc.. on the
bulletin board will create interest and stimulate learning.

The bulletin board is also a good place to display work done by the
pupils themselves All children love to see their work on display. They will
work very hard to have their material selected. However, the teacher should
not only display the work of children who always do superior work; any
child who shows improvement or shows that he is really making an effort
should be commended.
