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After opening the meeting , the Chairman greeted ldr . Huynh 

An who attended t he meeting after recovering from a long 

sickness and introduced him to t he Committee . Then t he 
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following matters placed on the agenda were discussed by 

the Committee . 

I . Specification for the water supply 

1Ir . Ho Bae Cao reported after discussing with !Jr . Shankey 
of the 

and 1.Ir . Khuc Ban, /Sub- Comm.i ttee studying water supply, agreed 

to the following points : 

- the water supplied by the City will be carried to the 

main gate of the NIA. 

- From there, waterpipes should be installed to conduct 

water to two main locations : 

1) students' dormitory 

2) the building for offi ces and t he auditorium 

and to distribute it to other places . At each of the above 

mentioned locations, 2 tanks shoulu be built, one on the 

ground whose capacity is 20 m3 , another on the roof with 10m3 

capacity . The result of the study showed there was no ob j ection 

to building such 10m3 capacity tank on the roof because the 

foundations were made ready to support that weight (Mr . Huynh 

An had so confirmed) . 

- This save s the trouble to build a main water- tank that 

would have cost 700 , 000$ as previously earmarked . The new 

project comes dovm to 600 , 000$ . One can thus save 100,000$ . 

- It is advisable to assign the construction of those 

new tanks to contractors of the buildings . They should submit 

the project for t hat job with full details . 

- Water from ground tanks will be conducted to roof 

tanks by automatic pump . 
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- Specially the lay·ing of pipes and pump supply will be 

entrusted to new bidders . 

- The draft of the contracts on those bids will be 

submitted to t he Committee within .the 15 coming days. 

- A point worthy of notice is that there is now a 

shortage of water conducting materials. Contractors may ask 

for a higher cost than the one indicated in the Project 

(as shown in 1958's tariff) . 

- It is :g_uestioned whether plastic pipes i mported 

from J·apan can be used. If so, the cost may be reduced a 

little. 

Mr . Shankey: Plastic pipes can be used . Mr . Cao was 

asked to send him samples for study and then the Committee 

will decide . In addition, 1tt . Shankey proposed: A Laynes 

well is ready to operate. NI A can use the water from that 

well for washing of clothes, watering of plants . That is 
exposed 

also a method of saving: the laying of ~X:£i:ltild 

pipes for providing well water (that can be used for cooking 

purposes because the subterranean sheet of water is 38 meters 

deep), according to Mr . Cao ' s opinion, only costs approximately 

20,000$; 

- The Committee agreed to Mr . Shankey •s proposal on 

condition that the Administrator of the Contruction Program 

will contact the Pasteur Institute to have the well water 

tested to check whether this water is as limpid and wholesome 

as the one provided by the City . 
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- Mr . Cao informed that the above mentioned system was 

planned to provide a daily volume of BOmJ of water on a basis 

of JOO students and 100 staff members each consuming 20 litres 

per day . 

The Committee approved. 

II . Program of electric supply . 

Mr . Shankey informed he had studied this matter and found 

that a generator must be installed for use at the Library and 

the Auditorium when the electric current of the City Plant is 

shut off. 

This machine of J . 5 Kw capacity costs 80 US$ . (Contact 

ONDE Import Firm, Maximum cost is 6,000$) . 

- Mr . Ho dac Cao accepted to get in touch with Mr . Hue , 

an engineer at ONDE for purchasing that machine . Then he re­

ported on the contractf-0r providing electricity as follows: 

For carrying out the instruction of the 29th session of the 

Committee held on 9/2/60 , the draft of the contract was corrected 

in the following points: 

- technical requirementsJ financial capacity of the con-

tractor , 

- period for job completion (45 days) 

- security deposit , 

- penalty 

- one point about expenditures to be noted : expenditures 

for electricity installation had been earmarked for each sepa~ate 
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building . They are now practically combined in one sole job 

to be assigned to the contractor who wins the bid . The obliga­

tions having been made for that job must be reconsidered ac­

cordingly . 

- In addition the estimatalcost attached to the draft of 

the contract coming up to l , 280 , 000$showed an extra expense 

of 280 , 000$ compared with the estimata:icost established by the 

precedent session of,the Committee (lQ0, 000$) . However, , 
a 

since/sum of lOO , OOc$has been saved on water supply equipment , 

the extra expense for electricity installation will be only 

180 . 000$ . 

The Committee : Reconsidering the obligations is but 

merely a matter of procedure About penalty set forth in the 

draft contract , it is necessary to spe cify : delay up to 2 months , 

is subject to 300$ fine per day . Over 2 months, the security 

deposit will be confiscated and the job will be completed by 

the Government under State Control Procedure . All charges will 
borne incompetent

III . Sample of tiles. 

After discussion , the Committee agreed to examine the
