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After the meeting was opened by the Chairman, the 
agenda was approved and the following topics included in 
the agenda were discussed by the Committee: 

I.- Report by the Manager on the work done. 

a. The work projects should have been accomplished 
for temporary acceptance on July 10 as expected; but since 
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the contractors in charge of the installation of the power 
and running water systems have delayed the accomplishment 
of their work for 10 days, that is until July 20 shall 
sanctions be imposed on these contractors? ' 

Opinion of the Committee: \ ork on the establishment 
of grass beds, and the repair of passage-ways have not yet 
been started, the inauguration ceremony cannot be held early 
in August; the aforementioned delay does not constitute any 
disadvantage, the contractors should be pressed to take 
advantage of this 10-day delay to improve the quality of the 
work done. 

b. On the construction work, Mr· Cao told the 
Committee that nothing was to be criticized. 

c. On the construction of the generator undertaken 
by SIE (the Electricity Company), Mr. Cao informed that the 
construction has not yet been started, although reminders 
have repeatedly been sent to the company. 

Mr. Hoang Dinh Kh8i told the meeting that according 
to information obtained from the SIE, the construction of 
the generator will probably not be achieved until the end 
of this year, due to the unavailability of the foreign­
manufactured materiel and equipments needed. The Committee 
chairman has requested that JJ essrs Hoang Dinh Khoi and H~ 
uac Cao estimate the consumption of power by the (new) NIA, 
then get into contact with the SIE to ensure that electricity 
be provided from a neighboring generator to temporarily 
satisfy the NIA 1 s power needs, pending the construction of 
the new generator for the Institute. 

II. Other remarks. 

a. Mr. Huynh An: The aperture in the film 
projection room is deemed too big, shall it be narrowed? 

Mr. Eme!.'1 explained that the matter was jointly studied 
with Mr. L~ Ba D8, the Audio-Visual specialist of the NIA, 
and it was considered that such a big aperture is suitable. 

b. ~Ir. Huynh An: The rear wall of the Auditorium 
facing the west, with pieces of stone installed has enhanced 
its beautiful appearance, but there is in fact disadvantage 
in that these stone blocks halt and retain rain water, 
rendering the wall humid, corroded, which is unpleasing to 
the eye; it is therefore suggested that these stone blocks 
be removed, and the holes be filled with plaster, rendering 
the surf ace of the wall plain. 
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The Chairman: Before this project i9 implemented, it 
should be discussed with Architect Nga Viet Th¥ and the 
Chairman said he will get into contact with Mr. ThlJi in order 
to arrange the meeting. 

c. On the color of paint to be used for the iron 
doors of the buildings, the Chairman expressed his opinion: 
the brown paint which was used will be retained unchanged, 
as for Building A, the greenish paint which is being used, 
should be lighter in color. 

III.- Expenditures on the repair of the yards, passage­
ways, the planting of trees, the construction of grass beds: 
Dr. Fox told the Committee that a letter was sent to USOM 
and that he has, in addition, directly intervened with 
Mr. Gardiner, Director of USOl , in an effort to obtain the 
amount of 1,720,000$00 from the American Aid Counterpart 
fund for financing the implementation of the abovementioned 
project. Result: the appropriation of the fund was approved 
in principle by USOM, but the procedures for the execution 
of the expenditures might be somewhat modified. 

The Committee: full confidence is placed upon Dr. Fox 
to maintain contact with USOM, in order that the release of 
the fund be swiftly achieved. 

IV.- Filling up the remaining portion of the canal. 

The last meeting of the Committee has discussed 
and adopted two alternative measures: 

- to rehabilitate the remaining portion of the 
canal and turn it into a water pond at a minimum cost. 

- to fill up this portion with garbage removed 
in the prefecture. 

~r· Pham Duy Suu told the meeting that the 
Pref ectural authqrities have agreed to provide 50 truckloads 
of garbage daily to be dumped into the unfilled portiofbof 
the canal, each truck has an approximate capacity of 5 ; 
thus

tje total capacity would be 25om3 daily and since 

12,0ud11 are needed, it would take: 

12,000: 250 = 50 days to get the remaining portion of 
the canal filled up, with the condition that at the end of each 
day, the garbage dumped must be covered with a layer of earth 
over lime powder or insecticide (the latter work is not under­
taken by the prefecture). 
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After discussion, the Committee has decided that: 

The Institute send correspondence to the Secretary of 
State at the Presidency and solicit his authorisation for 
the adoption of the second measure. This will be carried 
out as soon as approval is obtained. 

Mr. Cao said he will discuss with contractor of Lot B 
on the possibility that the later will see to it that garbage 
be covered with earth at the end of each day. 

V.- iscellaneous. Mr. Emery told the Committee that 
equipment for the Library have been ordered, at the cost of 
approximately 375,000$00 which will be financed by the 080 
program (in the purview of MSUG). Delivery is expected on 
August 4. · 

The meeting came to a close at 11:45 hours, after all 
items on the agenda have been discussed.
