The following matters were considered by the Committee: 

1. Lighting in Building E is adequate: there was 
nothing to be criticized. 

2. Testing the wires attached to the fans. Since 
there is no fan available, the Committee designated a 
sub-committee comprising ·Messrs Emery, Nguy~n Hnu To~i to 
take charge of testing the operativeness of these wires by 
substituting the 120 light bulb for the electric fan. 

The Committee's accptance of the accomplished installa­
tion of electrical appliances will not be decided upon until 
the result of this testing is obtained. 

3. Duty guard: this is deemed necessary, after 
acceptance of the accomplished installation of electrical 
appliances from the contractor; it was decided by the 
Committee that: 

- the Institute immediately contact the Directorate 
of Civil Guard to solicit for duty guards, and 

- at the same time, the Institute assign a building 
guard to assist the Civil Guard (s) in guarding the new 
buildings and immediately report to the Institute on any 
incident which might occur. 

4. The installation of lamp posts and electrical wires 
in the rear of the buildings: Mr • HA D&c Cao told the 
meeting that the SIE (Power Company) refused to do this 
work but will only undertake the installation of posts for 
the conductance of electricity to the main meter (compteur) 
at the Institute; he suggested that a modified contract 
be prepared requesting contractor Cao Van Trau - who had 
accomplished the installation of the lighting system - ~o 
undertake the above work project which will cost approximately 
153,000$00 • . This suggestion was approved in prin~iple by 
the Committee which designated Messrs Emery and Hoang Dinh 
Kh6i to reexamine the relevant file and give their opinions 
to the Committee at its next meeting. 
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5. The installation of metal plates to avert rain 
water from the Yeranda: it was found that metallic shutters 
is expensive (2.400 a square meter), the Manager was re­
quested by the Committee to estimate the cost of the instal­
lation of metallic shutters on the right of Building A - and 
wooden shutteres in the rear and report to the Committee at 
its later meeting for decision. 

6. Color of paint used for the doors - After recon­
sideration, the following decision was reached by the 
Committee: the brownish paint which has been used will be 
retained as for the main entrance door in Building A and 
the metal plates they must be painted in bottle-green. 

7. At the kitchen - It was decided by the Committee 
that an additional door be installed at the exit to the 
dining-room. 

8. At the Library: vr. Emery said the furniture 
ordered by MSUG will be delivered as of August 4, 1961. 

9. 6 iron folding-doors blocking passage through the 
stairs of Building A during off hours - ~Ir . Maynard's (MSU) 
opinion: there is no door in the corridors, entrance is not 
difficult at all, the installation of these iron doors will 
be costly but of little usefulness. 

Mr. H~ D£c Cao explained: during off hours, if 
these shutters are pulled down, passage to the floors will 
be impossible, this is very necessary for the protection of 
the agency's security and the preservation of its secrets. 
The Committee accepted the idea. 

10. Removal of the stone blocks from the west-side 
wall of the Auditorium. Since 1'1r. Nga Vi~t Th~ is on mission 
and consequently could not come, the Committee decided that 
the matter will be discussed at a later meeting with the 
attendance of ~1r· Th~. 

11. The fund of 1,720,000$00 for repair of the yards, 
passage-ways, grass beds. Decision of the Committee: since 
this was approved in principle, the Institute will se~d a 
letter to USOM requesting for confirmation and Mr. Huynh An 
will, on the other hand, immediately begin the preparation 
of a file relevant to the implementation of the project. 

12. Mr· H~ D!c Cao told the Committee he had contacted 
the power plant to ensure that sufficient electricity up to 
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1/5 of the actual consumption - necessary for the performance 
of guard duties on the campus be provided in case the Institute's 
demand for power cannot be completely satisfied at once. 

The meeting came to a close at 12:00 a.m. and the next 
Committee meeting was set for Friday, July 2S, 1961, at 9:30 
hours.
