Dear Mr. Thong:

There are two problems which have arisen out of our teaching
experience during the past three months which I would like to submit for
your consideration and that of your colleagues. I realize that neither of
them can be resolved without great difficulty, but I think that in time some
satisfactory solution must be found to each.

The first concerns the problem of civil servants who are at-
tending courses in the advanced program, and who are unable to fulfill course
requirements (class attendance, outside reading, and preparation of special
papers) because of their obligations to their respective agencies. Eventually,
no doubt, the government of Viet Nam will be able to release civil servant's
from official responsibilities while attending these courses, but at present
this may well be impossible because of the shortage of personnel. Perhaps
some compromise could be made by which graduate students could carry a slightly
reduced official work load depending upon the number of courses they are taking
(see my memo of October 17, 1957).

The second question deals with the English instruction. You
may already be informed that students in the different classes vary widely
in their knowledge of English. Students with a limited knowledge of English
tend to resent being included with more advanced students, while advanced
students tend to become impatient with instruction on too elementary a level.
Sometimes students in the first year courses are better than those in the
second year. If the NIA wishes it, I think MSU might be able to help prepare
some kind of diagnostic language test which would enable you to classify all
students taking English so they may be assigned to classes corresponding to
their level of proficiency.
