31 DEC 63 — U.S. military personnel in Vietnam total 16,300.

7 MAY 54 — Viet Minh forces defeat French at Dien Bien Phu.
3 JUN 54 — French grant independence to the State of Vietnam
under leadership of Bao Dai.

7 JUL 54 — Ngo Dinh Diem is appointed Premier by Bao Dai.
21 JUL 54 — French and Viet Minh sign cease-fire “Final Declara-
tion” at Geneva. Vietnam is divided at 17th parallel to allow both
sides to regroup, French to the south, Communists to the north.
Provisions call for general elections in-1956, and state explicitly
that the 17th parallel is not to be used as a political boundary.
Neither the State of Vietnam, nor the United States are party to the
agreement.

FEB 55 — U.S. Military Assistance Advisory Group (MAAG),
Vietnam, is established to train the forces of South Vietnam.

27 APR 55 — Troops loyal to President Diem defeat the Binh
Xuyen, an outlaw gang that opposed Diem with its own army.
26 OCT 55— Following a lopsided referendum victory, Pres. Diem
proclaims the Republic of Vietnam.

JUN 56 — U.S. Sen. John F. Kennedy supports Diem’s decision
not to allow the elections called for at Geneva in 1954.
1956-1959 — Terror attacks are launched by Communists in the
South, the Viet Cong. Assassinations and kidnapping of govern-
ment officials increase each year. As the decade ends, Viet Cong
units begin to welcome cadre members from North Vietnam.

8 JUL 59 — Maj. Dale Buis and Master Sgt. Chester Ovnard are
the first American casualties, killed by Viet Cong at Bien Hoa.

11 NOV 60 — A revolt against the Diem government succeeds in
barricading Diem inside the Presidential Palace in Saigon, before
two loyal divisions respond.

JAN 61 — Radio Hanoi announces formation of the National
Liberation Front (NLF) in South Vietnam.

23 MAR 61 — Pres. Kennedy supports neutrality for Laos. Within
two weeks, a cease-fire is agreed upon and a 14-nation confer-
ence convenes in Geneva.

30 NOV 61 — Defoliant chemicals are authorized (RANCH
HAND) to clear major transportation routes. »

13 DEC 74 — North Vietnamese attack Phuoc Long province, 50
miles from Saigon, as the final phase of military action begins.
11 MAR 75 — Ban Me Thout is captured by North Vietnamese.
30 MAR 75 — Da Nang falls to the Communists.

1 APR 75— Cambodian Pres. Lon Nol abdicates 16 days before
Khmer Rouge capture Phnom Penh.

' 21 APR 75 — South Vietnamese Pres. Thieu resigns.

30 APR 75— U.S. helicopters airlift (FREQUENT WIND) remain-
ing Americans from Saigon rooftops as Gen. Minh surrenders to
North Vietnam, ending the war.

1954-75 — Over 47,000 Americans were killed by enemy action.
Another 10,000 died by accident or disease in Vietnam. Allied
forces suffered over 5,000 casualties. ARVN combat deaths
totalled 220,000 prior to the final invasion, for which no figures are

~ available. North Vietnam sources estimate over 600,000 combat

dead. In addition, as many as half a million civilian casualties
occurred in both halves of Vietnam.
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
